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Abelia
Graceful arching branches have %:-1%" long oval leaves that are
usually quite glossy, with bronzy colored new growth. Small tubular
flowers bloom during summer and early fall. Evergreen in milder
climates, deciduous in cooler climates. To keep graceful form, prune
selectively instead of shearing. Needs average watering. Sun to part
shade. Zone 6.
A. x ‘Edward Goucher’
Hardy shrub in mild climates reaching heights of 45’. Small,
pink flowers make it a delightful informal hedge

A. x grandiflora \ Glossy Abelia
Hardy shrub growing to 8’ with fragrant white flowers.

A. x grandiflora ‘Frances Mason’
Densely branched form, 3-4’ high and wide, covered by a
blending of green and rich yellow variegated foliage.
Variegation is intensified in full sun. Soft pink, flowers bloom
from spring through summer. Adaptable to a wide range of
soils, but needs drainage and moisture for best results.

A. x grandiflora ‘Sherwoodii’
A hardy shrub which is semi-deciduous in cold climates.
Grows 3’ tall with a 5’ spread. Place in full sun for best
development of pink and white flowers.

Acanthus mollis \ Bear’s Breeches
Deeply-lobed, dark-green, large lustrous leaves forming plant 5’
high and 3" wide. White flowers with purple shaded bracts torise 3’
above the foliage. Cooler climates experience blooms all sum. In
warmer climates blooms in spring, sporatically in summer, and
again in the coolness of fall. Plantin humus, moist, well-drained
soil in full sun or part shade. Zones 7-10.

Acer \ Maple
Maple trees have always been known for their gorgeous fall color.
They range in size from very large to decorative shrub size. We have
chosen some of the ones that have proven themselves for the south.
They are adaptable to various soils, but perform best in well-drained
soils. Plant in full sun or light shade.
A. buergerianum \ Trident Maple
Glossy green leaves are three-lobed (tridentshaped) with paler
undersides. Fall color is usually red, but can beorange to
yellow. Moderate growth rate to 25' with tendency for several
low branching trunks to form a spreading canopy. Can be
trained as a single trunk. Zone 6.

A. rubrum ‘Autumn Blaze’ \ Red Maple
Excellent orange-red fall color that persists later than many
cultivars. Dense, oval rounded head with ascending branch
structure. Rapid grower and more drought tolerant than most
of the cultivars. Zone 4.

A. rubrum ‘October Glory’\ Red Maple
Large, globe-headed tree with glossy green leaves that turn
scarlet to crimson in fall. Flowers are red. Rapid grower
reaching 50-80’ tall. Drought tolerant. Does best in moist or
other poorly drained locations. Zone 3.

A. rubrum ‘Red Sunset’ \ Red Maple
One of the best Red Maple cultivars. Beautiful orange tored
fall color. Pyramidal growth habit reaching 45-50' high by 35-
40' in width. Zone 4.

A. rubrum var. drummondii \ Drummond Red Maple
©Texas Native® Beautiful fall color. Three to five lobed
leaves, generally more broad than long. Best used in acidc
soil. Mature heightis 100’. Zone 6.

A. truncatum \ Shantung Maple
Leaves emerge a reddish purple, gradually changing to dark
glossy green in the summer. Fall color turns to yellow-orange-
red. Tree grows 20-25’ tall with a regular branching pattern.
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Adaptable to various soils, but performs best in weltdrained
and moist soils. Performs well in clay soils. Zones 4-8.

Achillea\ Yarrow
Flower heads consist of clusters of smaller flowers on top of stout
stems giving carefree garden color all season. Among the easiest
perennials to grow. Yarrow flourishes in poor soil, heat, drought, sun,
or partial shade. They’re excellent in arrangements, both fresh and
dried. Blooms from summer to fall. Zones 3-8.

A. millefolium ‘Paprika’

Dark cherry red flowers with yellow eyes, 30-36" tall.

A. millefolium ‘Royal Tapestry’
Repeat bloomer has Royal purple blooms with white centers.

A. “Moonshine’
Silvery fern-like foliage with sulfur yellow blossoms reaching
18-24" in height.

A. ‘Summer Pastels’
Refreshing pastel colored blooms. Plant grows to 24"

Acorus gramineus Pusillus minimus aureus’ \ Miniature
Variegated Japanese Sweet Flag
Ngrl This is a very rare variety with leaves reaching a mere 2% to 3"

long and 1/8-1/4" wide. Light, golden yellow variegation sets off this
perennial evergreen, that has the appearance of a grass. Does
best in areas with ample moisture including shallow water or boggy
soils. Prefers fertile, acid soil in full sun or part shade, but will
acclimate to many soils with sufficient moisture. Zone 7.

Adiantum capillus-veneris\ Southern Maidenhair Fern
(ad-eh-ANN-tum ka-PILL-us VEN-ehr-us)
OTexas Native® This Texas native grows in a fountain formation
with fan-shaped leaflets providing a lacyairy appearance. Grows
-1"tall with a 1-3' spread. Prefers alkaline, but tolerates acid soils.
Quick grower. May go dormant in extreme cold or drought. Bright
filtered light to shade. Zones 7-11.

Agapanthus \ Lily of the Nile
Plant this perennial with e vergreen, strap-like leaves in part-shade,
moist, well-drained soil.
A. africanus
Large clusters of blue flowers on 24" stems. Makes a nice cut
flower. Zone 8.

A. africanus ‘Albus’
Plant is similar to A. africanus except it has large clusters of
white flowers on 23" stems. Zone 8.

A. Headbourne Hybrid
Hardier than species, this long lasting bloomer produces sky
blue to deep-blue blooms on 3-4’ stalks. Foliage to 2" high.
Can be evergreen in warmer climates. Zone 6.

A. ‘Peter Pan’
Dwarf form growing 12" tall with strap-shaped leaves. Long-
blooming, sky-blue flowers form 4" umbels. Drought tolerant
after established. Part shade to full sun. Zones 7-10.

A. x 'Pinocchio’
I"I Vivid, cobalt blue blooms on plant growing 23" high and 18-20"
wide. Zone 7.

Agastache

(ag-a-STACH-e)
A. aurantiaca ‘Apricot Sunrise’\ Hummingbird Mint
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Delicate, 1” tubular, pale orange flowers on gray-green leaves,
blooming all summer. Prefers moist, well-drained soil in full
sun, and grows to 24" tall in an upright manner. Zone 5.

A. barberi “Tutti Frutti’\ Mexican Anise Hyssop
A spectacular flowering perennial that shows a continuous
display of tubular raspberry-pink flowers from mid-summer to
frost. Foliage emits a fruity aroma. Reaches 48" tall. Needs
full sun and well-drained soil. Zones 6-10.

A. cana \ Hummingbird Mint
©Texas Native® This native to West Texas and Southern
New Mexico grows on dry mountain slopes. Dark-pink,
fragrant flower spikes appear in late summer and early fall.
Canreach 2-3' in height. Plantin a hot dry area in full sun.
Zones 5-9.

A. ‘Blue Fortune’
Powder blue, 5" long flower spikes bloom non-stop on this 24-
36" tall by 18” wide plant. Easily grown in rock gardens or
good garden soils. As plant ages, it produces a light, minty
scent to the flowers. Requires good soildrainage and regular
watering in hot weather. Prefers full sun. Attracts butterflies.
Zones 3-8.

Agave americana \ Century Plant

Truly a tough, southwestern specimen! Gray-blue to blue-green,

d stiff, sword-shaped leaves form tight rosettes for an overall plant
height of 6-8' and of spread 8-10'. Spines are at tip of margins on
leaves that can be up to 6' long and 10" wide. Blooms on tall
spikes up to 20’ tall, occuring between 10-25 years, and then the
plant meets its demise. Tolerant of drought and various soil types.
Do not overwater, expecially in clay soils. Part shade, part sun.
Zones 8-11.

Ajania pacifica ‘Gold & Silver’\ Pacific Daisy
Stoloniferous plants that grow all summer with lobed leaves edged
in white. Flowers with appearande of bright yellow, small buttons,
cover the plantin summer. Grows 1’ tall with a 3’ spread. Full sun.
Zone 5-9.

Ajuga \ Carpet Bugleweed
With tight, striking clumps of foliage, these low-growing perennial
groundcovers are excellent for shady, difficult growing areas. Best in
part shade with moist, well-drained soil. Zones 3-9
A. pyramidalis ‘Metallica Crispa’
The crisp leaves have a metallic brownish-green to purple
luster and are joined by 6-8” blue flower spikes in the spring. .

A. reptans ‘Bronze’
Fast growing perennial groundcover with deep bronzepurple
foliage and blue flower spikes Don't over water in winter.
Grows 3-4" tall.

A. reptans ‘Burgundy Glow’
Variegated green, white and burgundy leaves with lilac flower
spikes in early spring. Mature height is 3-4".

A. reptans 'Catlin’s Giant'
The outstanding feature of this ajuga is the extra large foliage
forming a plant of bronze-green rosettes up to 4" tall. Early
spring flowers of bluish-purple whorls, tower 8" over the
beautiful foliage for a stunning groundcover. Rapid spreader to
2-3'. Zone 5.

A. x tenorii ‘Chocolate Chip’
Dwarf herbaceous groundcover with moderate growth of 2-3”
tall and 2-3” wide. The chocolate-brown foliage is topped off
with lacy-blue flower spikes in spring.

Alpinia sanderae ‘Variegata’ \ Variegated Ginger
(al-PIN-ee-a)
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Tropical looking perennial. Give lightly shaded, wind free exposure
with good soil. Leaves are striped and marked with clear white.
Seldom blooms. Grows 24-48" tall. Root hardy to Zone 9.

Anisacanthus quadrifidus var. wrightii\ Red Flame

Acanthus
©&Texas Native® Produces bright red, tubular flowers all through
the summer and fall. Grows 3-4’ tall and 4’ wide. Doesn’t seed out
as much as the orange variety. Hummingbirds love it too! Zone
7b.

Antennaria parvifolia \ Pussy Toes
©&Texas Native® Catch the cat and count its toes! This
groundcover forms 2-3” tall mats of silver-grey foliage with tiny,
pinkish-white flowers (that look like pussytoes, of course) on short
stems. Blooms spring to early summer. Tolerant of poor soil, but
good drainage necessary. Sun, part shade. A good short plant for
the rock garden or along a path. Zone 4-7.

Aquilegia \ Columbine

(ack-wi-LEE-gee-a)

Delightful border plant that attracts hummingbirds with its gr aceful, airy-

spurred flowers. In hot dry areas, plant in shade to part shade. Does

best in well-drained, moist soil, under deciduous trees. Blooms in early

spring.

A. canadensis \ Wild Red Columbine

OTexas Native® Has dainty, pinkish-red-yellow blossoms
with spurs generally less than 1" long. Blooms early spring, 12
24" tall. Zones 3-8.

A. chrysantha\ Golden-Spurred Columbine
OTexas Native® Fragrant, yellow spurred flowers bloom in
spring on this 3' tall perennial. Does best in weltdrained, moist
soil under deciduous trees. Attracts hummingbirds. Zone 6.

A. chrysantha var. hinckleyana ‘Texas Gold’
OTexas Native® Yellow flowers have slightly longer spurs
than A. chrysantha. Grows to 24" and promoted by CEMAP as
a Texas Superstar™. Zone 5.

A. flabellata ‘Blue Angel’
Bright violet-blue flowers appear in spring over blue-green
foliage. Compact growth habit, 10x13”. Hummingbird
attractor. Zone 3.

A. ‘McKana Hybrids’

A popular strain to 30" in mixture of rich colors. Blooms in early
spring. Zone 3.

Arachnoides simplicior variegata\ East Indian Holly Fern
Evergreen fern with yellow variegation reaching a height of 12-14".
Nice accent and can be used as a potted plant or perennial. Zones
7-10.

Artemisia\ Wormwood
(ar-te-ME-zhe-a)
A good filler for the garden and a separator of clashing plants. Grown
for the silver-gray foliage and not the 1/8” inconspicuous flowers which
bloom in late summer. Prized for dried floral arrangements. Tolerant of
poor, dry soils in full sun. Aromatic. Wet conditions will cause rot.
Zones 4-9.
A. ‘Powis Castle’
Lacy, finely textured foliage forms a dense mound 3x3'. Does
not flower. Hardy to at least Zone 5.

A. schmidtiana nana ‘Silver Mound’
Foliage has a silver-white, very soft velvet texture. Forms a
rounded mound about 18” in diameter and 8" tall.

Asclepias curassavica\ Mexican Milkweed, Bloodflower
(as-KLEE-pi-as)
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& Texas Native® Tropical sub-shrub that grows to 3’ in height.
Umbels of vivid orange-red flowers bloom from summer to autumn.
Plant in full sun and average to dry infertile soil. Zone 8b.

Asclepias tuberosa\ Butterfly Weed
O Texas Native®™ Vibrant orange, %" flowers on short, numerous
umbels that seem to jump out at you. A natural for full sun. Will
tolerate dry infertile soils, but prefers welldrained sandy soils. This
showy wildflower is attractive to the Aphrodite and Fritillary
butterflies. Grows 18-36" tall and 24" wide. Used for cut and dried
flower arrangements. Blooms late spring to mid-summer. Zones 4-
9.

Asparagus densiflorus "Myersii*\ Foxtail Fern

Stiff stems grow to 2' long, 2-3" in diameter gradually tapering to
Id' the tips. Foliage is dark green, creating soft ferny cylinders. Overall
size grows 2-3' tall and as wide. Part sun, in good garden soil.
Zone 9.

Aspidistra elatior\ Cast Iron Plant
Leafy shrub growing to 24" that will tolerate neglect and dark
situations. Plantin the shade. Zone 7.

Aspidistra elatior *‘Milky Way’\ Dwarf Cast Iron Plant
A leafy, dwarf evergreen, with yellow speckled, dark green foliage
growing from the base of the plant. Likes shade and warm
climates. Will grow 8-10" tall. Zone 8.

Aster

(AS-ter)

Colorful daisy shaped flowers with long lance-shaped leaves.

Increasingly popular as an alternate for fall mums. Provide full sun,

adequate moisture and well-drained fertile soil. Late summer and fall

blooms, good cut flower. Zones 3-8.

A. ‘Alert’

This New York Aster or Michaelmas Daisy, grows 12" tall by
18" wide. A dwarf cultivar that has stunning crimson red
flowers and yellow eyes. Thrives with little attention.

A. novae-angliae ‘Alma Potschke’
Reaches 3’ tall and blooms profusely for 6 weeks beginning in
early Fall. Flowers are a vivid pink with no trace of violet.
Zones 3-8.

A. novae-angliae ‘Purple Dome’
A dwarf in the New England Asters with 1" wide flowers of
bright purple and yellow centers. Blooms profusely h the fall,
grows 18-24" tall.

A. oblongifolius \ Hardy Blue Aster
OTexas Native® Grows 2-4' high, with blue flowers
produced from late summer to fall. Soil with organic matter
added will produce better bloom. Drought tolerant. Zone 7.

A. pringlei (novi-belgii) ‘Professor Anton Kippenberg’
Dwarf variety with bright blue, semi-double flowers, 10-14" tall.

Athyrium nipponicum ‘Pictum’ \ Japanese Painted Fern
(a-THI-ree-um nip-ON-ik-um)
Feathery, medium-sized fronds, 820" high and 6” wide. Perennial
with red, burgundy, green and silver colors. A deciduous fern that
is rather delicate, but has new fronds emerging all summer. Very
hardy and easy to grow. Zone 4. 2004 Perennial Plant of the
Year.

Aucuba japonica "Variegata'\ Gold Dust Japanese Aucuba

Dark green, leathery, slightly serrated, 7" long leaves are speckled
Id' with gold variegation. This moderately dense evergreen shrub
grows 3-8'in height and 3-4' wide, in most any well-drained soil.
Great for the shady garden. Zone 7.

Baptisia australis \ False Indigo
(bap-TEEZ-ee-a)
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&Texas Native® One of the first plants to emerge in spring, with
the gray-green leaves quickly becoming a substantial size bush.
The 10-12" flowering stalks carry 1" long, indigo blue, pealike
flowers which last about 4 weeks. A low maintenance plant,
measuring 4x4’. Grow in full to part sun in well-drained soil. Zones
3-9.

Berberis \ Barberry

Barberries require no more than ordinary garden care. Most all have
spiny branches and are vigorous growers that can take a lot of cutting
back for growth renewal. Most any soll, full sun. Zone 4.

B. thunbergii ‘Aurea Nana’ \ Dwarf Golden Barberry
Grows 24-36" tall in a compact habit with bright yellow foliage,
turning bright red for fall color.

B. thunbergii ‘Crimson Pygmy’

An excellent foundation plant with blood red foliage.
Deciduous shrub reaching 18-24".

B. thunbergii ‘Rose Glow’
New growth is a pretty variegated pink, that turns rose-red at
maturity. Grow this deciduous shrub in sun to part shade. Will
reach 5-6' in height.

B. x gladwynensis ‘William Penn’
Bright, yellow flowers bloom on this vigorous evergreen. A
good barrier or hedge that will reach 5.

B. x ‘Webberi’\ Winter Green Barberry
Holly-like dark green, with spiny toothed foliage. Upright
growth habit. Evergreen with red new growth, older leaves are
arich green. Grows 6-8’ with yellow blooms in spring. Zone 5.

Bignonia \ Crossvine
(big-NOH-nee-ah)
B. capreolata\ Crossvine
OTexas Native® A semi-evergreen vine that is a fast grower,
capable of reaching 40’ heights. In spring, a terrific display of
yellow to orange 2" flowers cannot be missed. Excellent for
growing on a trellis or fence in sun to part shade. Zone 6.

B. capreolata “Tangerine Beauty’
Tubular, tangerine-ruby flowers on a rapidly growing, semi-
evergreen vine that flowers in spring and summer. Good for
trellis or trained on a fence. Zone 6.

B. capreolata var. atrosanguinea \ Red Crossvine
Fast growing, self-clinging, semi-evergreen to evergreen vine,
growing 30-50. Trumpet shaped flowers are solid red to
reddish burgundy. Handsome foliage and flowers are the
principal ornamental features. Zone 6.

Bletilla striata\ Chinese Ground Orchid

(ble-TIL-a)
Orchid-shaped lavender flowers on spikes that emerge from
pseudobulbs. Each spike can have up to 8 dainty flowers, with 45
spikes per pseudobulb. Requires moistureretentive soil amended
with organic matter. Partial shade. Grows to 12". Zone 7.

Bouteloua curtipendula \ Side Oats Gramma
(boo-tuh-LOO-ah kur-tuh-PEN-dyoo-lah)
OTexas Native® A clumping, warm season grass. Drought
tolerant and adapts to a wide range of soil conditions. Graygreen,
fine textured leaves are Y- %" wide. Plant grows 1-2’ tall. Purple
tinted flowers emerge in summer and grow 5-15" tall, then turn to
gold in fall. Zones 4-9. State Grass of Texas.

Brugmansia (Pink) \ Angel’s Trumpet
A showy, tropical-like shrub, growing 8' or more. Large 6-9" long,
pink, trumpet-shaped flowers have an intoxicating fragrance.
Leaves are also large, 6-12", irregularly lobed. Prefers well-drained
soil, full sun or afternoon shade. Flowers and leaves are
poisonous. Root hardy in Zone 7b if mulched. Zones 8-10.
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Buddleia \ Butterfly Bush
(BUD-lay-a)
Attracts butterflies, hummingbirds and bees. Produces rich, dense
flower spikes on a deciduous shrub. Prefers dry, welktdrained soils.
Grows in full sun. Buddleia breaks dormancy late and should be
pruned back each spring. Zones 6-10.
B. davidii ‘Black Knight’
Grows 8-10’ tall with an open, spreading form. The deep, dark
purple flowers are almost black. Most popular of the varieties.

B. davidii ‘Pink Delight’
The dense clusters of pink flowers are a delightful companion
to the rich, violet purple blooms of “Black Knight'. Grows to 6’
tall.

B. davidii ‘Royal Red’
Similar to ‘Black Knight', but the blooms are more reddish-
purple. Grows 6-8' tall.

B. var. nanhoensis ‘Nanho Blue’
Spreading dwarf habit of about 3-5" high, the mauve-blue
flowers lie in a bed of silver-green foliage. A dwarf variety of B.
davidii.

B. var. nanhoensis ‘Nanho Purple’
Similar to ‘Nanho Blue’, with purple flowers. Grows 3-5’ tall.

Bulbine frutescens Orange

(BUL-bah-nay)
Leaves are green, narrow, soft and fleshy, on stems 9-12” long.
Delicate, orange raceme flowers arise 10-12” from center of plant.
Grow in well-drained soil and full sun to part shade. Blooms most
of the year. Zone 8.

Bulbine frutescens Yellow
Yellow flowers bloom on this selection with the same growth habit
as Bulbine frutescens Orange. Zone 8.

Buxus \ Boxwood
Widely used evergreen for hedging and topiary. If left to do its own,
most grow soft and billowing. Once adapted, this is an easy-to-care-for
plant.
B. microphylla japonica\ Japanese Boxwood
A boxwood that is popular for sheared hedges or containers.
Slow-growing evergreen shrub reaching 46’ tall. Sun to part
shade. Zone 7.

B. microphylla japonica ‘Richardi*\ Richardii Boxwood
|¢l’ Larger leaves and darker green than most boxwoods. Vigorous
grower to 6'. Zone 7.

B. microphyllavar. koreana ‘Winter Green’
Oval-shaped, dark green leaves having a small, dense,
compact growing habit. A great plant for edges or individual
specimen plantings. Grow in full sun. Zone 5.

B. microphyllavar. koreana "Winter Gem’
Small, dark green oval leaves on this compact grower to 2’ in
height. Zone 5.

B. x ‘Green Gem’ COPF No.3736
A green globe, described by the introducers as a perfect romd
ball. Hardier than 'Green Beauty', slow growing, and requires
little pruning. Bronze foliage throughout the winter. Mature
size is 2x2' and has the smallest leaves of this group of
boxwood. Zone 3.

B. x ‘Green Velvet’
This rounded, fulkbodied, slow-growing boxwood has small
dark green leaves. Grows 4x4'. Zone 3.

Calamagrostis x acutiflora ‘Karl Foerster’\ Foerster’s

Feather Reed Grass
(kal-ah-mah-GROS-tis ah-run-din-AH-see-ah)
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One of the most showy flowering ornamental grasses. Leaves Ys-
14" wide grow in an upright, arching clump 18-24” tall. In summer,
tall upright flower spikes emerge 3-4’ above the foliage and dry to a
golden brown. Does best in moist, rich soil with full sun. Zone 5.
Perennial Plant of the Year 2001.

Callicarpa americana \ American Beautyberry
©&Texas Native®@ Bright purple berry clusters in fall are the main
attractions for this deciduous shrub. Mature height is 68'.
Adaptable to various type soils Full sun or part shade. Zone 7-11.

Callicarpa dichotoma \ Compact Purple Beautyberry
Grows 4-5' high and 6-8’ wide, in a graceful, refined habit. Long,
slender branches ultimately arch and their tips touch the ground.
Pinkish-lavender flowers turn to violet-colored berries in fall. Native
to China, Japan, and Korea. Various soil types. Zone 5.

Callirhoe involucrata\ Winecup

(ka-lee-ROE-ee)
©&Texas Native® This species of winecups is a trailing plant that
can be used as a groundcover, reaching 612” in height. One can
understand the common name at first glance of this plant. Glowing,
2" deep-cupped magenta blooms top the finely dissected
evergreen foliage. Flowers early spring through summer in full sun
or partial shade. Plant in well-drained soil. Zone 4.

Callirhoe involucrata ssp. linearloba \ Striped Winecup
OTexas Native® The bloom of this species is also deepcupped,
2" wide, but is white with purplish lavender veins and edges.
Blooms in spring on 4' prostrate stems. In season the foliage is
usually 6-12" tall, forming low, green rosettes in winter. Has a
turnip-like tuber that is not too particular to soil type, but needs to
be well-drained. Good choice for underplanting with summer
perennials in dappled to part shade. Frequent watering can
produce blooms all summer. Zone 4.

Calylophus drummondianus var. berlandieri\ Texas

Primrose
OTexas Native® Grows 12" tall by 24" wide with vivid 2" yellow
buttercup flowers opening in the evening and staying open the next
day. Grow in alkaline sail, full sun to partial shade. Blooms heavily
in spring and intermittently through fall. Zone 8.

Calyptocarpus vialis\ Horseherb

(kah-lip-toh-KAR-pus vye-AL-iss)
OTexas Native® Low spreading, 8x18” groundcover with
scattered, yellow incidental flowers forming a dense mat. Blooms
March to October, in shade or part shade. Requires little water,
well-drained soil, and can be mowed. Zone 7.

Campanula poscharskyana ‘ Blue Waterfall’\ Bellflower
(kam-PAHN-ew-la po-shar-skee-AH-na)
Dark blue, bell-shaped flowers form over light green foliage on this
low-grower. Performs with a cascading and vigorous spreading
habit, 8-10” by 24”. Once established, is reasonably drought
tolerant. Blooms in summer with some repeat blooming in the fall.
Full sun to partial shade in moist, well-drained soil. Zone 4.

Campsis radicans ‘Flava’ \ Trumpet Vine
Climbing deciduous vine with showy, rich yellow flowers. Late
summer bloomer. Needs fertile soil and full sun. Zone 4.

Campsis radicans ‘Minnesota Red’ \ Trumpet Vine
Large, deep-red flowers bloom all summer over lusterous dark
green leaves. Any type soil in full sun. Vine reaches 30-40' in
length. Zones 4-9. Deciduous in zone 4, semi-evergreen to
evergreen in Zone 9.

Campsis x tagliabuana ‘Madame Galen’ \ Trumpet Vine
OTexas Native® Deciduous vine with compound leaves bearing
profuse, salmon-red flowers. Forms a quick summer screen. Will
take full sun. Zone 5.

Canna hybrids
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(KAN-a)
Relatively low maintenance plants requiring moisture retentive, fertile
soil in full sun. Quick growing, with broad tropical looking foliage.
Leaves range in color from rich green to a bronze looking red. The
Canna is a mid to late summer bloomer. Best in rich, well-drained soil,
and full sun. Cold hardy to Zone 7.
C. x ‘Black Knight’
Dwarf form with deep red flowers and burgundy leaves. Grows
to 3' tall.

C. x “City of Portland’
Medium grower to 4’ tall with coral pink flowers and green
foliage.

C. x ‘Crimson Beauty’
This medium-growing Canna reaches 4’ tall with broad leaves
supporting bright crimson flowers.

C. x ‘Pfitzer’s Miss Oklahoma’
Tropical looking plant for sunny borders. Deep green foliage
with showy pink blooms. Fast grower reaching a height of 3.

C. x “Pfitzer’s Primrose Yellow’
A dwarf Canna, at 18" tall, is a compact, vigorous grower.
Yellow flowers flourish all summer.

C. 'Pfitzer's Salmon Pink’

This dwarf Canna, at 18", is another compact, vigorous grower.

Soft, salmon-pink flowers flourish throughout the summer.

C. x ‘Pink Beauty’
Hot pink flowers with yellow edge on this dwarf 3’ tall canna
with green leaves.

C. x ‘President
Red blooms on 30" tall plants with glossy leaves.

C. X ‘Pretoria’
Bold, variegated foliage is striped in bright yellow and green
with a brilliant, narrow maroon edging. Bright, deep orange
flowers top off this knock-out Canna. Reaches a height of 5.

C. x “Wyoming’
Apricot-orange flowers with purplish-red leaves, grows to 30”
tall.

Carex buchananii \ Leather Leaf Sedge
Copper-bronze, fine textured and very narrow foliage forms
tufted mounds, 18-24" tall. Evergreen, that provides great
contrast to silver or dark green foliage of other plants. Full sun
in coastal areas to partshade in hot climates. Does best in fast
draining, moist rocky soil, but will adapt to other conditions and
soils. Inconspicuous flowers. Zone 7, 6 with protection.

Carex flacca (prev. c. glauca) \ Blue Sedge
Makes an excellent blue-gray ground cover and filler. Rarely
exceeds 6" in height and forms a slowly creeping mat. Not
invasive by habit. Needs moist, fertile soil and full sun. Zone 5.

Carex hachioensis "Evergold’ (Prev. C. oshimensis) \

Variegated Japanese Sedge

Leaves of gold surrounded by margins of green, grow 10-12" long
Ia" and 1/4 - 3/8" wide. Foliage has a graceful, weeping growth habit,
18-24" tall. Likes moist, well-drained sail, in light shade. Afternoon
shade is very beneficial for hotter climates. Zones 5/6-9.

Carex texensis\ Texas Sedge

(KAIR-ex tex-EN-sis)
O Texas Native® Medium green, lustrous leaves, 1/16” wide, and
usually growing no taller than 3-4”. Low, clumping, evergreen
sedge has promise as a candidate for the dwarf lawn of the future.
Prefers moist, fertile soils in sun or shade. Drought tolerant. Zone
7-10.

Carya illinoinensis\ Pecan Tree

d O Texas Native® Gray bark becomes reddish brown with age,
and develops narrow furrows with rough angled ridges. Leaves are
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4-7" long and taper to a sharp point.Fruit bearing in late autumn.
Slow grower that reaches 70-100' tall with spread of 40-75'. Best in
well drained moist fertile soil. Full sun. Zone 6.

Caryopteris x clandonensis ‘Blue Mist’\ Bluebeard
Compact, deciduous shrub with mounding tendencies, has fragrant
blooms of powder blue. Moderate grower to 2%2' tall, and 2' wide.
Long blooming season. Plant in full sun and well-drained soil. Zone
7.

Centranthus ruber ‘Coccineus’ \ Jupiter’s Beard,

Red Valerian
Not to be confused with the herb Valerian, this easy to grow plant
has deep red, fragrant flowers over green foliage. Readily self
seeds. Grows 18x18". Will adapt to less than great soil. Full sun.
Zone 5.

Cephalanthus occidentalis\ Buttonbush
OTexas Native® This fast-growing, large, deciduous shrub
grows 6-8’ tall and 6-10’ wide. White flowers form 1-2" balls,
blooming from early summer to early fall. Does well in sunny
exposures on damp, alkaline clays. Zones5-11.

Ceratostigma plumbaginoides \ Hardy Plumbago, Leadwort

(ser-at-0-STIG-ma plum-bah-gi-NOI-deez)
Clump forming, 12x18”, perennial with glossy, semi-evergreen
foliage that emerges late in spring. Neon to gentian blue, %"
flowers open late summer and into fall. Tolerant of full sun.
Afternoon shade results in open plants which spread more freely.
Plant in well-drained soil, as plant cannot tolerate soggy soil.
Zones 5-8.

Cercis\ Redbud

Deciduous trees, display early spring flowers on bare limbs. Flowers

are small pea-shaped and grow in clusters. Attractive broad rounded

leaves are heart shaped at base.

C. canadensis \ Eastern Redbud

OTexas Native® Profusion of pink blooms cover the
branches in early spring. This tree grows to about 30’ talland
25-35’ wide. Zone 4.

C. canadensis ‘Forest Pansy’
Pink flowers in the spring are followed by maroon foliage.
Leaves hold the color until summer. Rounded shape tree,
growing 20’ high, and about 25’ wide. Zone 4.

C. canadensis var. mexicana \ Mexican Redbud
OTexas Native® Has shiny, stiff, leathery leaves, that are
heart-shaped. The flower stalks and young branchlets are
densely woolly. Prefers alkaline soil and is more heat and
drought tolerant than the Eastern variety. Zones 6-9.

C. canadensis var. texenxsis\ Texas Redbud
OTexas Native® Deciduous, small growing tree to 20’ in
height. In early spring, small, 1" flowers bloom purplish pink to
white. Needs full sun. Zones 6-9

C. canadensis var. texensis ‘Oklahoma’
Plantsman Preston Warren selected this tree from a group that
was growing in the Arbuckle Mountains in Oklahoma. This
variety displays deep pink to purplered blooms in early spring,
followed by glossy, heartshaped leaves. Zone 6-9.

C. canadensis var. texensis ‘Texas White’\ Texas
Whitebud
OTexas Native® White flowering variety of the Texas
Redbud. This tree has glossy, thick, leathery green leaves.
Beautiful flowers in early spring. Zone 6-9.

C. chinensis ‘Avondale’
A superior selection of the Chinese Redbud, found in
Avondale, New Zealand. Deep cerise-pink flowers crowd the
naked branches in springtime, making a spectacular sight.
Grows 8-10’ tall. Zone 6-9.
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Chaenomeles \ Flowering Quince
One of the first blooming shrubs to welcome spring. Leaves are shiny
green, tinged with red when young. Some varieties bear small fruit.
Most have thorny branches, but there are a few that are thornless. Full
sun to partial shade. Zone 5.
C. speciosa
Rapid-growing dense shrub reaching 6-10’ tall and spreading
to 6’. Showy rose-pink flowers stand out among the glossy
green foliage. Generally low-maintenance and very durable.

C. speciosa ‘Cameo’
Double, soft apricot-pink blooms, and a compact growth habit
at 2-3'.

C. speciosa ‘Jet Trails’
Grows 2-3' tall, pure white blooms and fruit bearing.

C. speciosa “Texas Scarlet’
Tomato red blooms form on this 2-3' variety. Also bears fruit.

Chamaerops humilis \ Mediterranean Fan Palm
Slow-growing evergreen palm that reaches up to 20’ tall in a
clumping form. Blue-green, fan-like leaves spiral around the main
stem and make an attractive crown. Insignificant yellow flower
clusters form among the bases of the leaves. Full sun to part
shade. Zones 8-11.

Chasmanthium latifolium \ Inland or Northern Sea Oats
(kas-MAN-the-um lat-ih-FOL-ee-um)
O Texas Native® A clumping, deciduous grass, treasured for its
showy, drooping flowers and rich, bamboo-like foliage. Grows 2-3'’
tall and prefers rich, deep soil in partial shade with plenty of
moisture. Zones 5-9.

Chilopsis \ Desert Willov
Shrub or small tree, usually a multi-trunk.. Blooms on new wood in late
spring and sporadically after a good rain. Will tolerate many soils, bu
tthey must have good drainage. Full sun. Zones 7-9.
C. linearis
OTexas Native® Flowers are orchid-shaped, pinkish-purple
with a white throat. Grows to 30' tall.

C. linearis ‘Brandy’
Solid, deep burgundy orchidlike flowers. Leaves are light
green and willowy. Grows 15-20' tall.

C. linearis ‘Bubba’
Flowers are orchid shaped, dark purple with a white throat.
Grows to 24’ tall.

C. linearis'Dark Storm’
NE'I Nearly solid, dark pink-magenta flowers.

C. linearis "White Storm’
NEJI Pure white flowers and fine textured foliage.

Chionanthus retusus \ Chinese Fringe Tree
Deciduous tree growing 20' tall with magnificent white, spidery-
petaled, fragrant flowers in spring providing a spectacular sight.
Female trees produce fruit. Leaves are leathery, 3-8" long.
Exfoliating bark. Not particular to soil type, just needs to be welt
drained. Full sun. Easy to grow. Zones 6-8.

Chionanthus virginicus \ Fringe Tree
O Texas Native® Displays attractive, white flowers in delicate

drooping panicles from spring to early summer. Shrub to small tree

maturing at 35'. Bluish-black fruitin fall. Will do best in acidic soil.
Zone 4-9.

Chrysactinia mexicana \ Damianita
O Texas Native® Yellow, daisy-like flowers bloom from spring to

fall. Compact shrub with fragrant, needle-like green leaves. Grows

to 2’ tall and as wide. Tough, durable plant that tolerates extreme
heat and cold. Plant in full sun and almost any soil. Zone 7.
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Clematis
Few vines can compare with the sensational blooms in almost all colors
of the rainbow. They can be effectively used on arbors or fences.
Clematis will be happy in most soils where their blooms get full sun, but
their roots stay shaded. Feathery seed pods are grand in
arrangements. Zone 4 unless otherwise indicated.
C. armandii ‘Snowdrift’
Clusters of white, vanilla-scented flowers, 1¥2 -2" wide, bloom
in early spring. Performs best in well-drained soil. Grows 20-30".
Prune weak or dead stems after blooming. This variety blooms
on growth produced the previous year.

C. ‘Candida’
White, 7-9” wide flowers have yellow anthers. Many sepals
give the look of double flowers on this 10-15’ plant. Zone 6.

C. ‘Ernest Markham’
Rose-red flowers are 4-5" across, displaying color from mid to
late summer. Vine grows 10-12'.

C. ‘Jackmanii’
Eye-catching blooms from June to frost. Enormous deep
purple flowers, 8-9” across. Grows 8-12' tall.

C. “‘Niobe’
Unequaled, 6-8" rich, velvety, ruby red blooms from early
summer to fall. Reaches 10-12’ long.

C. ‘Ramona’
Vine growing 10-16’ in height. Bright lavender blossoms have
shades of deep purple in the center of 68" flowers. Blooms
late summer, early fall.

C. paniculata \ Sweet Autumn Clematis
Fragrant, creamy white flowers on this deciduous vine from
summer to fall. Ideal for arbor cover or screen. Part sun. Zone
5.

Colocasia esculenta\ Elephant Ear
Old fashion species used as a tropical landscape &cent. Green
leaves are large, thick, leathery and heart-shaped 3' long. Grows
to an overall rounded mound 4-6' tall and as wide. Moist, well-
drained fertile soil. Partial shade. Can tolerate wet soils and
shallow water. Zone 8, (7 with protection.)

Colocasia 'Black Magic’\ Black Elephant Ear
Exotically tropical, with striking deep purpleblack, smokey foliage
measuring 2'long. Sun to part shade. Moisture loving. Grows 5-6'
tall and as wide. Zones 7b-10.

Coreopsis \ Tickseed
Outstanding drought resistant choice for hot difficult places. Daisy type
flowers grow in any well-drained garden soil with full sun. Remove old
blooms for continuous summer color. Good cut flower and a must for
the flower border. Also use in pots, window boxes or hanging baskets.
Sun. Zones 3-9.
C. auriculata ‘Nana’
A dwarf form at 9” with yellow-orange flowers. Heaviest display
of blooms in late spring.

C. grandiflora ‘Baby Sun’
Compact plant growing 15-20" tall. Summer blooms are golden
yellow with many as bicolors.

C. grandiflora ‘Early Sunrise’
Bright yellow, 2" semi-double flowers reaching 20" in height.
Earlier bloomer than others.

C. integrifolia\ Chipola River Coreopsis
A great addition to the fall garden with stunning, darkeyed
yellow daisies on 2-3' tall plants. Grows well in good garden
soil or moist, low areas, including bogs, (and the Chipola River
in Florida). Plant in sun to part sun. Root hardy to Zone 7.

C. rosea
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Delightful pink blooms with fine, thread leaf foliage. A bushy
variety preferring moist soil. Grows 18-24".

C. rosea ‘Sweet Dreams’ PP12,720
Stunning bicolor flowers that are larger than the species. Pink
flower petals are white tipped with a dark raspberry center over
clumps of fine needle-like foliage. Blooms in late spring to mid
summer. 18" tall by 24” wide.

C. verticillata‘Moonbeam’
Thread leaf foliage and creamy, yellow blooms. Grows to 20".
A summer bloomer, requiring only average, well-drained
garden soil. 1992 Perennial Plant of the Year.

C. verticillata‘Zagreb’
Compact, upright plants, 818" tall. Expectlong summer
blooms of clear, deep yellow flowers.

Cortaderia selloana \ Pampas Grass
This evergreen grass forms a dense clump of sharpedged, grayish
to greenish foliage. Its leaves, 1/8-1/4 inches wide, can grow into a
clump 8-12’ tall and as wide. The 6-12" long flowers are held on
sturdy stalks, ¥2-1" in diameter. Prefers full sun, but will tolerate
light shade. Plant in fertile, well-drained soil with adequate
moisture. Zone 8.

Cortaderia selloana ‘Pumila’ \ Dwarf Pampas Grass
Excellent choice for the home garden! Grey-green foliage forms
dense evergreen clumps 4-6’ tall. Sharp, narrow leaves are like
those of the species. In late summer, creamy-white silky flowers
emerge as spikes, 3-4' tall and 6-8” wide, and remain showy into
the winter. Mature plant can have 50 to 100 blossoms at a time.
Prefers full sun, fertile, well-drained soil with adequate moisture.
Cut back in spring. Mulch in colder areas. Zone 8.

Cortaderia selloana ‘Rosea’ \ Pink Pampas Grass
Evergreen grass growing 6-12’ tall and as wide. In the fall,
produces pink flowers on stalks 3’ above foliage. Full sun, but will
tolerate light shade. Plant in fertile, well-drained soil with adequate
moisture. Zone 8.

Cotinus coggyrgria ‘Royal Purple’\ Purple Smoke Tree
(koe-TYE-nus  koe-GUY -gree-uh)
Beautiful deep purple foliage turns maroon in fall. Summer blooms
are showy, smoky-pink flowers. Reaches 12-15' tall and 10-12’
wide. Attractive drought tolerant shrub that needs full sun and well-
drained soil. Zone 5.

Cotinus obovatus \ American Smoke Tree
Native to limestone regions in North America. Common hame
reflects the feathery flower clusters that look like pink clouds of
smoke in early summer. Autumn puts on the second show with
rounded leaves turning orange and red on thislarge shrub or small
tree growing 30-40' in height with an open, round crown. Zone 5.

Cotinus x ‘Grace’\ Smoke Tree
Massive pink flowers form on a tree that matures to 20’ tall.
Leaves are 3X 4-6" long, that emerge light red then darken to blue-
green, then red, orange-yellow in fall. Zone 4.

Cotoneaster glaucophyllus \ Greyleaf Cotoneaster
Evergreen shrub growing 6-8’ tall. Leaves are small with distinct
gray cast. Red berries are retained most of the summer. Good
hedge or divider. Full sun. Zone 7-8.

Crinum zeylanicum \ Milk and Wine Lily
Long stalked, clusters of lily-shaped, 4-6” long, pink and white
fragrant flowers rise in spring and summer. Clumps of long strap-
shaped or sword-shaped leaves emerge from large bulbs with
fleshy roots. Plant in soil with plenty of humus, at least 6” under
the surface in full sun or part shade. Zone 10, root hardy Zone 7b.

Cuphea hyssopifola ‘Allison’ \ Mexican Heather
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Small, delicate, violet flowers with evergreen foliage. Suitable for
long, hot summers. Compact growing habit make it great for
edging or massed display. Grows 12-18" tall and as wide. Great
summer bloomer. Attracts butterflies. Zone 10.

Cuphea x ‘David Verity’ \ Hardy Cigar Plant
Tubular flowers cover this shrub-like perennial that prefers warm
weather. A warm, brilliant orange at the base of flower turns into a
narrow yellow band at the tip of the flower. Blooms mid-spring to
early fall in full sun. Grows 30" high by 24” wide. Hummingbirds
go wild for this plant! Cold hardy to Zone 7.

X Cupressocyparis leylandii\ Leyland Cypress
Fast growing evergreen tree. Long, slender, upright branches of
flat, gray-green foliage. Accepts wide variety of soils. Will make a
nice screen. Zone 6-9.

Cupressus \ Cypress

Evergreen, coniferous trees with tiny scale like leaves. Globular cones

are made up of shield-shaped scales. Once established, all are

drought tolerant.

C. arizonica\ Arizona Cypress

Leaves are evergreen, pale green to gray-green, occasionally
blue-green. Graceful, pyramid growth habit with fine textured
foliage. Growth rate is medium but will reach 30-40" high and
15-20" wide. Prefers hot dry conditions, well-drained soil and
full sun. Zones 7-9.

C. arizonicavar. glabra ‘Blue Ice’\ Smooth Arizona

Cypress
Upright, pyramidal growth habit, growing 10-12’ tall. Deep pine
scented, soft blue-gray lacy foliage. Zone 7.

C. sempervirens ‘Glauca’ \ Italian Cypress
Attractive bluish-green scale like foliage. Densely branched,
narrow columnar form 30-40’ high, 3-4’ wide. Zone 7-9.

Cymbopogon citratus \ Lemon Grass
Fragrant citrus aroma of the leaves are used in cooking, perfumes,
and for medicinal purposes. A tender evergreen that requires
protection in all but the most tropical garden. Bright yellow-green
foliage grows 3-4' tall and as wide. Prefers hot locations along
walks, where it emits a pleasant lemon fragrance. Likes moist,
fertile, well-drained loam. Zone 9.

Cyperus \Umbrella Plant
Most Cyperus are bog plants by nature. They grow in rich moist soil or
with roots submerged in water, adapting to both sun or shade. Tropical
in appearance with umbrella-shaped clusters of whorled foliage atop
long, green stems. Produces insignificant creamy white blooms.
C. alternifolius \ Umbrella Plant
Narrow, firm, spreading leaves arranged like ribs of an
umbrella at the top of 3-5’ stems. Zone 9.

C. alternifolius ‘Nanus’ \ Dwarf Umbrella
Can be planted in a bog, around or in a water gardenas well
as normal garden soil. Averages 18" in height. Zone 7.

C. haspan (isocladus) \ Dwarf Papyrus
Small aquatic sedge. Useful as an accent plant in small ponds.
Constant moisture in fertile soil is preferred. Scapes reach 12
18" tall. Zone 8.

Cyrtomium falcatum \ Japanese Holly Fern

(ser-TOE-mee-um fal-KAY-tum)
Semi-evergreen fern, handsome, coarse textured, growing 2-3' tall.
Large leathery, glossy, deep green fronds form beautiful vaselike
crowns. Most widely sold of the holly ferns. Tolerant of drier
climates and likes a little more fertilizer than other ferns. Prefers
light shade in neutral soil, but will tolerate lime soil. Zones 6-10.

Dalea greggii \ Gregg Dalea, Trailing Indigo Bush
O Texas Native® Grows 6" high and spreads 46'in a dense,
trailing manner. Insignificant purple flowers appear in spring on a
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plant covered with more impressive tiny, pearly-gray leaves.
Young plants are light gray-green turning a darker gray with
maturity or stress from drought. Older plants are also rabbit
resistant. Does not tolerate foot traffic. Zone 7.

Datura \ Angel’s Trumpet
Generally nocturnal, with blooms lasting only one day. Finely gray
pubescent foliage. Large stately flowers are trumpet shaped and
measure 6-9” long and 4-6" wide. Plants can reach 5-8’. Place in sun
or part sun in most any well-drained soil. Although a fragrant plant, it is
also toxic. Blooms constantly from spring to fall, then dies back in the
winter. Zone 9.
D. metel ‘Flore Pleno’\ Purple Angel’s Trumpet
Delightful, double blooms of pale purple faceup for an evening
display.

D. wrightii\ White Angel’s Trumpet
©&Texas Native® This native provides heralding white
blossoms. Dies down each winter, but comes back bigger and
shrubbier. Root hardy to Zone 7.

Delosperma cooperi \ Hardy Ice Plant

(del-oh-SPERM-a)
Unique succulent with cylindrical foliage. One inch, daisy-like, rich
purple blooms provide lasting color from summer to frost.
Manages full sun or shade quite nicely. Height 22%2". Excellent
ground cover. Zones 6-9.

Delosperma brunnthaleri "Yellow'\ Hardy Ice Plant
I‘” Thick succulent cylindrical leaves, with yellow flowers in summer.
Grows 6-16" tall with a shrubby habit. Full sun. Zone 6.

Delphinium grandiflorum ‘Blue Butterfly’\ Larkspur
A bushy, dwarf plant that can reach 3’ tall. Cut foliage and multiple
branched stems set the stage of brilliant blue flower spikes
blooming in early summer. Needs full sun, deep rich soil. Zones 3
7.

Dendranthema ‘Clara Curtis’
Lobed leaves and fragrant flowers make a pleasant addition to any
garden bouquet. Deep, 3" pink flowers with yellow raised centers.
Fall bloomer growing 2-3' tall. Zones 5-9.

Dianella tasmanica "Variegata'\ Variegated Flax Lily

Grass-like foliage with yellow stripes of variegation on green
d leaves. Moderate growing to 4', spreads by rhizomes. Pale blue
nodding flowers appear in summer. Prefers acidic, welkdrained
soil, in full sun, part shade. Zone 9.

Dianthus \ Hardy Carnations, Pinks
Easy to grow. Bushy rosettes of narrow foliage ending with 5 petaled
flowers, singly or in loose clusters on wiry stems. The petals are often
fringed or deeply cut, giving an attractive ragged look to the blooms.
Give Pinks a sunny location, well-drained soil. Removing spent flowers
will give a longer summer bloom period. Zones 3-8.
D. ‘First Love’

Blooms spring through fall. Individual flowers start white,

change to pink, and then to red. Deadhead for better

reblooming.

D. gratianopolitanus ‘Bath’s Pink’ \ Cheddar Pinks
(grah-tee-ah-no-po-li-TAY-nus)
Spring brings softpink fringed flowers on this 6-8” tall plant.
Very heat tolerant and easy to grow.

D. gratianopolitanus ‘Firewitch’\ Cheddar Pinks
Spreading, low-growing form to 6” in height with deep blue-
green foliage and magenta blooms most all year.

Dicentra formosa ‘Luxuriant’ \ Bleeding Heart
The apt name describes the flower's resemblance to hearts.
Ferny, blue-green foliage and cherry red flowers. Grows 12-15”
and blooms continuously from spring until frost. Plant in evenly
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moist, humus rich soil in light to full shade. In warmer zones,
plants need shade from hot afternoon sun. Great with Hostas.
Zones 3-9.

Dietes bicolor\ Fortnight Lily, Bicolor Iris
Clumps of narrow, stiff, iris-like leaves that grow fan-shaped.
Flowers are 2” wide, yellow with maroon blotches. Bloom bursts
seem to come at 2 week intervals, hence the name, Fortnight Lily.
To increase flower production, break off seed pods. Established
plants are tolerant of drought. Plant in fairly good soil in sun or part
sun. Grows to 2’ tall. Zones 8-9.

Dietes iridioides\ African Iris
Plant grows in a 2-2 %2’ fan shaped form. Flowers are waxy white
with yellow and purplish blue markings. During the bloom season,
do not remove flower stalks, as new flowers should soon appear on
the same stalk. Dead head flowers. Zone 8.

Digitalis purpurea Foxy Hybrids\ Foxglove
Old fashioned charm of 2", multi-colored, bell-shaped flowers which
face down and are usually spotted. Prefers partly shaded areas in
fertile, well-drained soil. Useful as border accent or in mass
plantings. Plant is poisonous if consumed, but makes a good cut
flower. Grows 2-3'tall. Low maintenance. Zones 4-8.

Digitalis “Mertonensis’ \ Strawberry Foxglove
Beautiful, raspberry colored, tubular, beltshaped flowers bloom in
late spring and early summer. Grows to 3’ tall in most any soil.
Needs light shade in the south. Zone 4.

Diospyros texana \ Texas Persimmon
©Texas Native® Small to medium size tree, rounded crown,
often a crooked trunk. Reaches 20-30°. Flowers in spring with
greenish-white blooms. Foliage is deciduous with small, dark
green oval leaves. Needs full sun, but will tolerate some shade.
Zones 3-6.

Dryopteris erythrosora\ Autumn Fern

(dree-OP-te-ris e-rith-roe-SO-ra)
An evergreen fern reaching 1-2'. Preferring acidic soil in light
shade. Young fronds are bronze, then turn green. Remains
vertical all winter. Zone 5.

Dryopteris marginalis \ Eastern Wood Fern
Native to U.S. eastern coast, this evergreen has leathery, dark
green leaves, 2-4'in height. Spreads slowly by rhizomes. Best in
woodland garden conditions, moist, well drained soil, with shade to
part shade. Zones 3-8.

Echinacea \ Cone Flower
(ek-i-NA-see-a)
Easy, dependable, and showy for the border and for naturalizing.
Large daisy-like blooms with a raised central cone. Excellent cut
flowers. Any well-drained soil in full sun. Especially fine when mixed
with Gloriosa daisy (Rudbeckia spp.). Zones 3-8.
E. purpurea \ Purple Cone Flower
OTexas Native® Purple flowers on a plant growing 3-4’ tall
and 2’ wide. Withstands heat and drought once established.

E. purpurea ‘Magnus’
Stiff, rosy-purple petals that bloom in summer, does not droop
as much as species. Grows 23’ and is hardy to Zone 3. 1998
Perennial Plant of the Year

E. purpurea ‘Ruby Star’ (‘Rubinstern’)
True to its name, with carmine-red blooms on 34-40" stems.
Terrific summer blooms on 24" wide plants. Zone 4.

E. purpurea ‘White Swan’
White daisy-like flowers on 2-3' stems. Blooms all summer.

Elaeagnus x ebbingei\ Silverberry
Broad-leafed, vigorous growing shrub from Japan, reaching a
normal height of 10-15’. The narrow, long leaves and small, silver-
white flowers look great as a specimen, hedge, or espalier. Needs
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no special care. Adapts to a wide range of soils in sun or part
shade. Zone 6.

Equisetum hyemale \ Horsetail Reed

(eh-kwih-SEE-tum heye-uh-MAWL-ee)
S Texas Native® Jointed foliage, with slender stems that grow
horizontally in youth, but sends up thicker, vertical round stems as
it ages. Stems of older plants may grow %s-%2" thick and 3-6’ in
height. The evergreen foliage is grayish green, turning to greenish
bronze in the winter. Prefers wet, fertile soil with full sun.
Extremely tolerant of most any soil type providing there is sufficient
moisture. Zone 4.

Equisetum hyemale var. robustum \ Giant Horsetail Reed
O Texas Native® Jointed, bamboo-like stems reaching 3-8'in
height. Suited for moist or wet soils in full sun. Will tolerate partial
shade. Evergreen. Zones 4-10.

Equisetum scirpoides \ Dwarf Horsetail

(skir-POY-deez)

This smaller version of horsetail reaches 6-8” tall in dense mats.
The evergreen foliage is a dark olive green, turning an attractive
reddish brown in the fall and winter. Growing conditions same as
other equisetums. Zones 4-9.

Eragrostis curvula\ Weeping Love Grass

(air-ah-GROS-tis  KURV-yew-lah)
@ Texas Native® Dark green, fine textured, hair-like foliage forms
dense tufts, 2-3%2’ tall. Blooms are 2-3" long flower clusters
emerging on arching, weeping stems. Blooms in the fall and of
and on during the summer. Flowers are blackish olive-purple
maturing to a grayish color. Prefers sandy, well-drained soil, ample
moisture and full sun. Zones 7-10.

Erysimum ‘Bowles Mauve’ \ Wallflower
(Herb of the mustard family.) Produces fragrant purple spikes.
Needs good drainage and will benefit from the addition of lime to
the soil. Should be cut back hard after flowering. Grows 12-15" in
height with a 12" spread. Place in shade in the south. Can also be
used in rock gardens or planted wih fall pansies. Evergreen where
winters are not severe. Zones 5-8.

Euonymus

E. alatus ‘Compactus’ \ Dwarf Burning Bush
A deciduous shrub, forming a dense, rounded mound. Has
small, corky “wings” on the stems. Outstanding feature is the
blinding red leaves in the autumn. Grows at least 4-6' tall in
average soil. Full sun. Zone 3.

E. americana \ Strawberry Bush
OTexas Native® Flowers appear in late spring on this 6’
shrub. Red fruit develops in the fall, then splits open revealing
seeds, thus giving the appearance of strawberries. Dark green
leaves are persistent. Prefers rich, moist soil. Zone 6.

E. fortunei ‘Coloratus’ \ Purple Wintercreeper
Trailing evergreen groundcover. Foliage turns purple with cold
weather. Low maintenance. Excellent for erosion control, will
tolerate any well-drained soil. Full sun. Zone 5.

E. fortunei 'Emerald Gaiety'\ Wintercreeper
Evergreen, with leathery, lustrous, oval leaves 1-2" long. Green
and white variegated climber. Margins become pinktinged in
winter. Not particular as to soil. Full sun, part shade. Moderate
watering. Zones 5-9.

E. fortunei ‘Kewensis’ \ Kew Wintercreeper
Evergreen trailing groundcover with tiny leaves. Forms a low
growing mat and is a good choice for small areas. Reaches a
height of 3-4". Zones 5-8.

E. kiautschovicus ‘Manhattan’
Glossy, dark green leaves on this medium sized, upright
growing evergreen. Height to 6. Sun or part shade. Zone 5.

E. sachalinensis

Green leaves turn to a great red in fall at about the same time
scarlet red fruit are produced on this deciduous shrub.

&Texas Native® Puffy, 2" cushions of blue flowers bloom from
spring to fall. Can tolerate full sun and poor drainage. Professes
the longest bloom period of all the Mist flowers. Usual spread is
18" tall by 36” wide. Zone 7.

Eupatorum maculatum ‘Gateway’ \ Joe Pye Weed
Good for background planting, displaying enornous umbrella-like
heads of rosy-purple flowers in late summer. Coarse green leaves
complete this 4-6’ tall impressive clump forming specimen.
Spreads to 48” wide. Prefers moist to wet soils in full sun to part
shade locations. Zone 4.

Exochorda x macrantha “The Bride’\ Pearlbush
Deciduous shrubhas a dense compact habitreaching 3-4X3-4".
Flower buds resemble white pearls, opening to five petaled. Needs
well-drained soil in full sun to light shade. Zones 58.

Fatsia japonica \ Japanese Fatsia, Japanese Aralia
Use as a shade garden accent plant with bold and handsome
foliage. Deeply palmate leaves are leathery and evergreen, 7-9
lobed, reaching 6-14” across. Shrub grows in a rather rounded and
open manner, 6-10' and as wide. Late fall flowers are white, with
1%2" umbels forming a 20” wide panicle. Prefers moist, acid, high
organic soil, but will tolerate sandy and heavy clay. Moderate to
full shade. Zone 8, 7b with protection.

Festuca glauca \ Blue Fescue Grass
A very ornamental, cool-season, blue-gray grass that grows in a
round, 8-12" shaped mound. Fine, wiry leaves give appearance of
soft porcupine ball. Ideal for borders, edging and accents. Needs
full sun in all but hot climates, where light shade or half-day sun
suits them better. Prefers sandy, moist, well-drained soil. Heavy,
wet soil is a sure killer. Neat plant for its contrast in color and
design. Zone 4.

Festuca glauca ‘Elijah Blue’\ Elijah Blue Fescue Grass
(fes-TOO-kah)
A clumping, evergreen, coolseason grass. Dense clumps ae
powdery to bright blue and grow to 8”". Prefers moist, well-drained
soil in full sun. Does not grow well in areas of hot, humid summers.
Zone 4.

Ficus pumila\ Climbing Fig
Vigorous evergreen vine that clings closely to any surface. Small
green leaves grow to form a mat. Covers exposed areas. Can be
tender, use in protected areas. Also can be used for topiary.
Prefers partial shade. Zone 8.

Forsythia viridissimavar. koreana ‘Kumson’
Pale yellow flowers in spring highlight dark green leaves with bright
silver venation, turning mahogany red in the fall. Semi-deciduous
shrub grows 4-8' tall and as wide in well-drained soil, in part to full
shade. Zones 5-8.

Forsythia x intermedia ‘Lynwood’
Named after Miss Adair's Lynwood Garden in northern Ireland. A
deciduous, somewhat fountain shaped shrub with an upright
growth habit. In early spring, bare branches are profusely covered
with extremely bright, yellow flowers that can survive spring storms.
Tolerates most soils. Full sun. Grows 7-10' tall and 4-6' wide. Zone
5.

Fothergilla major ‘Mt. Airy’\ Fothergilla
Small dense shrub growing 5' tall with a 6' spread. With dark green
foliage turning brilliant yellow to an orange/scarlet color in the fall.
Great for borders. White, bottle-bush-like blooms appear in spring.
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For best results place in an acidic soil with good drainage under full
sun to part shade. Zones 4-8.

Fragaria ‘Lipstick’\ Flowering Strawberry
Bright green foliage reaches 6-8" tall with a 15" spread. Rich,
single, deep rose flowers bloom spring to fall. Edible fruit is tart and
small. Average garden soil in full sun to part shade. Zone 3.

Fraxinus americana ‘Autumn Purple’® \ American Ash
A fine shade tree for larger properties, growing to 50-60' in a
broadly oval form. Dark green leaves are 8-15" long. Red to
reddish-purple autumn foliage. Not particular about soil, eventhose
with poor drainage. Fast grower. Zone 4.

Fraxinus texensis \ Texas Ash
O Texas Native® Preferred choice of species for caliche or
limestone soils. Fall colors range from plum to gold. Fast growing,
but not weak wood. Mature height 30-45'. Zone 5.

Gaillardia \ Blanket Flower
(gay-LARD-ee-uh)
Galllardia is becoming more popular due to its ease of care, tolerance
to heat and long blooming season. Plants need full sun, well-drained
soil, and occasional removal of spent flowers
G. ‘Baby Cole’
Red flowers with yellow margins bloom in summer on the
dwarf, 8" compact growing plant. Attracts butterflies. Full sun,
well-drained soil. Zone 4.

G. ‘Burgundy’
Large, 3" wide, wine-red, daisy-like flowers bloom all summer.
Plant in light, well-drained soil in full sun. Reaches a height of
30". Zones 3-9.

G. ‘Goblin” (Now ‘Kobold”)
Yellow edged, red petals create flowers 4" in diameter. Some
consider this selecton the best cultivar available. Grows 9-12"
in height. Zones 2-10.

G. ‘Golden Goblin’ (Now ‘Goldkobold”)
Compact, easy to grow perennial reaches a height of 312" and
a spread of 24”. Blooms are bright golden yellow. Although
fairly drought tolerant, regular watering produces best
blooming. Zones 3-9.

Gardenia jasminoides ‘Radicans’ \ Dwarf Gardenia
A dwarf that grows 2-3’ high with a 4’ spread. Fragrant summer
flowers, 1-2” wide and small glossy green leaves. Prefers moist,
acidic, well-drained soail. Full sun, some shade in hottest part of
summer is beneficial. Zone 8.

Gaura lindheimeri ‘Pink Butterfly’\ Gaura
Gaura grows in a vase shaped fashion, 1-2’ tall, with wand-like
flowering stalks up to 5’ tall. Blooms early summer to frost in full
sun and well-drained soil. Gaura has a long taproot so watering is
usually needed only in the driest parts of the summer. This gaura
has deep maroon buds that open to glowing pink flowers. Zone®6.

Gaura lindheimeri “Whirling Butterflies’
This dwarf selection of the Southwest native grows to 2’ with a
spread of 3'. Thriving in full sun, it produces more white flowers
than the species, resembling little butterflies from spring through
summer. Zone 6.

Gazania linearis ‘Colorado Gold” ™\ Treasure Flower
Shiny, yellow, 3" flowers bloom continuously over deep green
leaves. Plants grow 3-5" tall and 10" wide. Full sun, part shade,
ordinary garden soil. Hardy cousin to annual Gazania. Zone 4.

Gelsemium sempervirens\ Carolina Jessamine
O Texas Native® Fragrant tubular flowers, 1-1%2" long, blooming
in late winter, early spring. The vine is evergreen, shrubby and
twining with a moderate growth rate to 20’. Zone 7.

Geranium x cantabrigiense ‘Karmina’ \ Geranium

15-18" tall and 1 to 2" wide with clear blue flowers. Well-drained
garden soil, in full to partial sun. Zone 4-8.

Ginkgo biloba ‘Autumn Gold’ \ Maidenhair Tree
Considered one of the best cultivars, this speciallyselected non-
fruiting male strain was introduced by the Saratoga Horticultural
Foundation. Very symmetrical, upright branched form, 35-50’ tall.
Lovely deep green leaves turn bright golden yellow in fall. Zone 5.

Gladiolus communis ssp. byzantinus \ Byzantine Gladiolus
Magenta flowers on long spikes bloom up through deep green,
sword-like leaves. Blooms in late spring, early summer in full sun.
(In Latin, gladiolus means “little sword”). Grows 16-20" tall, even in
lime and heavy clay soil. Also known as Hardy Gladiolus. Zone 8.

Glechoma hederacea \ Ground vy
Fast-growing, creeping groundcover that prefers moist soil. Round
to kidney shaped leaves to 14" across. Small blue trumpetshaped
flowers in spring and summer, but not showy. Grows 3" tall. Zone
3.

Hakonechloa macra "Aureola’\ Golden Japanese Forest Grass
This cool season dwarf gass has gracefully arching, 18" long, gold
and deep green variegated leaves. Grows 1-1%%' tall and as wide.

l@ﬂ Gold variegation can vary with temperature, changing from deep
green to lime green in summer. This grass enjoys well-drained
humus type soil in part shade. Zone 6.

Hedera helix\ English Ivy
Evergreen, heavily veined, 2-3" dark green leaves. Mature height
12-15". Excellent for shady areas with well-drained soil. Cascades
beautifully down slopes or walls. Zone 5.

Hedera helix ‘California’\ California English lvy
Evergreen groundcover with vine-like growing tendencies.

Helianthus maximiliani \ Maximillian Sunflower
oW OTexas Native® A striking wild flower with 3" yellow flowers on
N stalks 6-7' tall. Blooms profusely August through October. Full sun
to part shade and sandy, welkdrained soil. Zone 5.

Helleborus\ Lenten Rose
2005 Perennial Plant of the Year —Helleborus x hybridus

To represent the Perennial Plant of the Year 2005, we chose a strain
developed by Gisela Schmeimann of Cologne, Germany, called the
Lady Series. In general, plants produce dark green foliage that is thick
and leathery to the touch. Flower stalks are 14" tall and display blooms
in late winter, very early spring. Plants are clump-forming, normally 12-
15" tall and 18-24" wide. Prefers well-drained, rich organic soil in
partial shade. Zone 4.

e Pink buds open to ivory petaled blooms. Foliage is deep green,
leaherlike, with prominent veining and toothed margins.

Hesperaloe parviflora\ Red Yucca
©Texas Native® Evergreen plant with spineless clumps of dark
green, grassy-like leaves. The coral blooms drape from graceful 3-
6’ wands. Blooms during the summer. Thrives on chalky
limestone. Zone 7.

Heuchera\ Coral Bells
(HEW-ker-a)
Majority of Heucheras have purple-bronze foliage in maple-shaped
leaves. Dainty bell-shaped blooms that rise on stalks above foliage
that fades to bronze by mid-summer. Heuchera does best in rich,
moist, well-drained soil in partial shade. Zones 3-8.
H. americana "Velvet Night'
Metallic silver venation on velvety, lobed, heart-shaped leaves.
ﬂ" Maybe one of darkest selections with textured dark purple to
nearly plum-black 3-5" wide leaves. Mound grows typically 12"
tall. Greenish-white bell-shaped flowers extend over mound 18-
24" in late spring and early summer.

H. ‘Cappuccino’
A warm espresso with a shot of cream, combines well with gold
and yellow in the garden. The first of the sun-resistant varieties
growing 20" in height.

H. ‘Green Spice’
Early summer bloomer with pink flowers. Dark, gray-edged
silver leaves have purple veins. Grows 12" tall.

H. micrantha ‘Palace Purple’
Deep purple, ivy-shaped foliage with coloring changing to
bronze-green in hot conditions. Flowers of little consequence.
1991 Perennial Plant of the Year.

H. ‘Plum Pudding” EU3330 COPF
Breath-taking, 8" glossy burgundy foliage with silvery netting
between the veins. Insignificant flowers. Grows to 12" tall.

H. sanguinea Bressingham Hybrids
Stems reach 20-24" in height with flowers in shades of pink to
deep crimson and white over green foliage.

H. villosa ‘Caramel’ PP16560

Hibiscus\ Rose Mallow

(hi-BIS-cus)

Herbaceous perennial that blooms from summer to fall. Blooms of red,
pink or white. Goes dormant in the winter. Full or part sun.

H. coccineus\ Texas Star Hibiscus
©&Texas Native® Brilliant red five-petaled, 6” wide flowers on
robust plants with deep green palmate foliage. Easy to cultivate
in any soil but thrives in extremely moist soil. Grows 60-72" tall.
Zone 7.

H. ‘Lady Baltimore’
Small, drought tolerant hibiscus with striking 2-3” flowers
appearing at the branch tips. Leaves 56" wide with 3, 5 or 7
jagged fingerlike lobes. Deep pink funnelshaped flowers with
satiny red centers. Narrow upright plant 4’ tall. Blooms mid to
late summer. Plant in full or part sun. Native to wetland areas
but will tolerate drier soil. Zones 5-9.

H. moscheutos ‘Lord Baltimore’
Flowers reach 6-10" in diameter and are vibrant red with
overlapping ruffled petals. This seedless hybridvariety was
introduced by Robert Darby. Grows 4-5' tall. Zone 4.

H. moscheutos *Disco Belle’ Pink\ Rose Mallow
Compact grower, to 3' tall. Late summer blooms are huge, 9"
pink flowers. Zone 5.

H. moscheutos ‘Disco Belle” Red\ Rose Mallow
Huge red, 9” flowers, blooms on compact 2%2’ tall plants.
Provides steady blooms all summer, even in hot weather.
Plant in full sun or partial shade in soils with high organic
matter. Zones 4-9.

H. moscheutos *Disco Belle’ White\ Rose Mallow
Summer blooms of large, flat, white flowers with a red eye.
Plants grow 3-4’ tall in sunny locations. Needs full sun and
ample moisture. Zones 5-9.

H. x ‘Moy Grande’ \ Rose Mallow
Named after breeder Ying Doon Moy, this 5" perennial hibiscus
has 12" pink flowers with darker centers. The awe inspiring
enormous flowers are in a class all by themselves! Blooms all
summer in full sun or part shade. Zone 5.

H. x ‘Summer Red’ \ Rose Mallow
Deciduous shrub with sword-shaped leaves sporting red 4"
blooms. Poor drainage okay. Grows 3-8'. Full or part sun.
Zone 6.

Hibiscus syriacus\ Rose of Sharon
Deciduous shrub attaining a height of 10-12". When young, growth is
upright and more compact than the spreading and open shape it
develops as it matures. A summer flowering shrub that grows easily in
sun or part shade. Cut back after it blooms to promote more blooms
the following year on previous season growth. Can be pruned to
shape. Zone 5.
H. ‘Aphrodite’
Adds a tropical touch to the garden. Large pink single bloom
with magenta center.

H. ‘Banner’
A single white bloom with a red eye.

H. ‘Blushing Bride’

Double bloom, rich pink in color.

H. ‘Helene’
Grows 8-12' tall and 6-10' wide. Single white flowers are
blushed with pink. Eye of flower is deep maroon.

H. ‘Lucy’

Double, magenta rose with red eye.
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H. ‘Red Heart’

Pure white single blooms with deep red centers.

Hippeastrum x johnsonii \ Amaryllis

Trumpet-shaped flowers are scarletred with white stripes down the

middle of petals. Flowers rise in clusters of 4-6 on 2’ stems over
strap-like foliage in early spring. Partial shade is best. Zone 7.

Hosta \ Plantain Lily

These shade loving herbaceous perennials are low maintenance and
can be used to create different effects in the landscape with their
diverse colors, shapes and sizes. Hostas usually do not grow well in
very dense shade, as the shade may prevent flowering and too much

sun may bleach the colors on the green and yellow varieties. They
prefer a moist, well-drained humus rich soil. Zone 3. As a note, to
reach mature sizes listed, Hostas need optimal growing conditions.

. plantaginea ‘Aphrodite’

This is the double, white flowered, fragrant form of H.
plantaginea, a most sought after cultivar that forms large
clumps and handsome light green, shiny leaves. Heght 12-24",
width 24",

. montana ‘Aureomarginata’

Deep, glossy, forest green leaves have irregular bright yellow
green margins that turn yellow and creamy white. Some graying
of the green occurs where the margins overlap, creating an
interesting intermediate coloring. Foliage is long and spade
shaped, 12" long 8" wide, with a prominent point. One of the
first Hostas to emerge in spring. Pale lavender flowers on 40"
scapes. Height 27" by 60" wide.

. “‘Antioch’

Green-centered leaves with a wide band of pale, yellowish-
white margins and lavender flowers. Grows 24x36".

. ‘Big Daddy’

This highly sought after hosta has large bluegreen leaves that
are round-cordate in shape and measure 15x10". The white
bell-shaped flowers are medium sized atop a 36" scape.
Overall size of this fabulous ‘Big Daddy’ is 24" high by 66" in
diameter.

. ‘Blue Angel’

This hosta grabs everyone who sees it! Very wide and deep
blue leaves with white flowers make this a must in any garden.
One of the largest and fastest growing bue-leafed varieties.

. ‘Blue Cadet’

H. ‘Bold Ribbons’
Medium showy bold margins of white on light green leaves with
striped, bright purple flowers. Useful as a spreadng edger.
Height 10", width 18”.

H. ‘Brim Cup’
Rich-green, seersucker leaves have wide, irregular, creamy
margins turning to pure white. Grows 12" high by 40" wide, with
7%." long and 6%" wide leaves. Scapes are 23" tall with pale
lavender flowers. Derived from an Aden seedling crossed with
'Wide Brim'.

H. 'Captain Kirk’

Medium size sport of ‘Gold Standard', measuring 20X36" wide.
Leaves have dark green, wide margins, gold centers and
heavier substance. Lavender flowers on 30" scapes in
midsummer.

. ‘Dark Star’

Broad, ovate leaves are puckered with blue-green variegation
and have slightly rippled, creamy white margins. Grows 1-2' tall
and as wide. White, fragrant flowers in summer on 28" scapes.

. ‘Elegans’

Grandfather of all large blue hostas. The corrugated blue
leaves are topped with pale lavender flowers. Overall
dimensions are 28" tall and 61" wide. Makes a large clump that
is truly a sight to see.

. “Elvis Lives’

Unique wavy, tapered leaves of ‘blue suede’. The foliage of this
hosta grows to 18" tall and spreads to 36" wide. It is topped
with nice, medium lavender flowers in early summer.

. ‘Emily Dickinson’

Medium green leaves with wide, creamy-white margins form a
compact upright mound. Grows 20x40". Fragrant, deep
lavender flowers.

. ‘“Fair Maiden’

Fat, heart-shaped leaves have streaky-cream edges with deep
green centers. Lavender flower spikes appear in midsummer.
Reaches heights of about 12”.

. 'Fire-n-lce'

Mid-size hosta with leaves of white centers and wide, streaky
dark-green margins. Pale lavender flowers. Grows 21X38".

. ‘Fragrant Bouquet’

1998 American Hosta Growers Hosta of the Year. Apple green
leaves have wide irregular, yellow-white margins. Very pale
lavender, fragrant flowers measure 3" in length on a 30" scape.
Fast growth rate reaching 22" high, 48" wide. Leaves reach 10”
long by 62" wide.

. ‘Francee’

One of the finest. Its dark green, medium-sized leaves display
clear white borders and lavender flowers. Grows 24X50” wide.

. sieboldiana ‘Frances Williams’

Puckered blue-green, round leaves are outstanding features of
this background hosta. Yellow, irregular margins edge the 8”
wide by 12" long leaf. At maturity, forms a spectacular
cascading mound with pale lavender flowers. Grows 32X40".

. ‘Fried Bananas’

A sport of H. '‘Guacamole’ growing 48" wide and 24" tall in an
open, semi-upright habit. Medium green leaves have a smooth
margin, shiny on top and underneath reaching 8" long and 6"
wide. They are moderately folded, of average substance, ovate
with a rounded base and 6-8 pairs of prominent veins. Tubular
flowers are 3 %2" long, fragrant and nearly white on 34" scapes.

. ‘Fried Green Tomatoes’

Large, frosty green leaves darken in color as the season
progresses. Beautiful, white fragrant flowers. Excellent growth
rate reaching 22x48".

. ‘Ginko Craig’

This small variety is useful as an edger, or for size contrast
when planted among other large varieties. As it matures it may
grow not only more leaves, but also larger leaves. Height 14",
width 44",

. ‘Golden Scepter’

A rapid grower, making an excellent edger. The orchid colored
flowers burst out of this hosta in mid-summer. Height 16", width
35"

H. ‘Grand Tiara’
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A sport of ‘Golden Tiara’, the “grand” version has wider and
more pronounced bright gold margins with a narrow, dark green
center. Rapid growth rate forms a real nice mound in no time,
with purple flowers. Grows 16x44".

. ‘Green Fountain’
This wonderfully unique, large green hosta has cascading,
narrow pointed wavy leaves reminiscent of a water fountain. In
late summer it produces lavender, flowers. Height 22", width
52",

. ‘Guacamole’
Shiny, chartreuse togold centered leaves are 8X 6” wide with a
dark green, wide margin. Very shiny both above and below.
Grows 54X24" tall. Bloom scapes are 34" tall with near white,
fragrant blooms. Goes great with salsa and chips!

. 'Guardian Angel’
Blue-green margins surround white and green centers. White
flowers. 28 X 55" wide.

. ‘Honeybells’
Large, light green leaves arch gracefully downward, setting the
stage for fragrant white flowers. This variety is floriferous and
sun-tolerant. Height 26", width 50”.

. “Inniswood’
A sport of ‘Sun Glow’ with bright gold, heart-shaped leaves,
bordered with a wide, deep green margin. Lavenderflowers on
30" scapes. Grows 40" wide and 20" tall. Leaf is 9x6".

. ‘Invincible’
Glossy green leaves are very handsome and flowers are very
fragrant. Rapid grower. One of our best varieties. Height 20",
width 48"

. “June’
Grows16” high and 37" wide and is an attractive sport of
‘Halcyon’. The shaded margin is blue and green on gold
leaves. Bright light will bleach the center to a creamy white.

. ‘Krossa Regal’
A true standard, this elegant plant has nice upright, frosted
blue-green foliage forming a mound 33" high and 71" wide.

. ‘Paul Revere’
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Plant grows 16x30". Leaves reaching 7" long by 5%" wide,
have wide, dark green margins that surround a creamy white
center. Medium-lavender flowers are produced late summer
on 2’ shafts.

. ‘Paul’s Glory’

Forms a 25" tall by 55” wide plant with rugose, cordate, yellow
leaves that have a blue-green margin. Bell-shaped, lavender
flowers top off the hosta.

. ‘Peedee Gold Flash’

Funnel-shaped, purple striped flowers above erect growing
plant with yellow leaves and wide green margins measuring
7x3". Height 12", width 28".

. “Queen Josephine’

Very glossy, dark green, heart-shaped leaves have a wide
yellow margin which turns lighter as the season progresses.
Leaves are 6" long and 4” wide with 6 pairs of veins. Foliage
mound grows 17” tall and 42” wide. Lavender blooms in mid-
summer.

. ‘Regal Splendor’

Distinctive sport of H. 'Krossa Regal'. Leaves are bluish-gray
with a margin that is cream-white to creamy-yellow and varies
in width. Foliage mound grows 34-36" tall by 36-72" wide. Light
lavender flowers on 40-60" scapes. Use in the shade as a
background plant.

. ‘Royal Standard’

One of the finest hostas. This vigorous, H. plantaginea hybrid
has shiny leaves and nearwhite, fragrant flowers. A large
clump of this late-summer flowering favorite is truly wonderful.
Height 26", width 63”.

. “‘Sagae’

An upright grower measuring 36" tall with a 70" spread. Very
large and thick leaves measure 8-12" long and 5-8" wide, with
a soft glaucous green and bold cream to yellow margins. Slug
resistant. Pale lavender flowers bloom on 10" scapes. Makes
a striking focal pointamong ferns.

. ‘Shade Fanfare’

This hosta has leaves with chartreuse centers and creamy
edges. It's a vigorous medium-sized grower, 21x53". Pale
lavender flowers grow on 24" scapes.

. “So Sweet’

Velvety-green based leaves with neat white margins. Large,
pale lavender, sweetly fragrant flowers in summer. One of the
fastest growing new introductions. Height 22", width 50"

. ‘Striptease’

Pale violet flowers on 24" scapes bloom mid-summer over this
50" wide, 20" tall hosta. Dark green, cordate, sainy leaves
have a chartreuse center and measure 8" long by 6" wide, with
6-7 pairs of veins.

. “‘Sugar and Cream’

This white-margined sport of H. ‘Honeybells’ is equally
vigorous. Large grower with fragrant white flowers tinged in
lavender, atop 30" scapes. A row of ‘Sugar and Cream’ will
make the garden showy and smell great. Height 26", width 58".

. “Sum and Substance’

Considered to be one of the fastest growing hostas to date, this
giant chartreuse clump is a knockout, with 48" tall pale
lavender flowers that add to its beauty. Each leaf can reach 2’
long. The clumps average 6’ wide in good gardens. Top of its
category list for the past two years. Height 30", width 70".

. “Sun Power’

Erect plant, 28" high by 70" wide. Leaf measures 12x7%" and
is ovate-cordate, wavy and not variegated. The 43" scape
produces lavender flowers.
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H. ‘Tea and Crumpets’
A small growing hosta with green, spoon-shaped leaves and
white edging makes a nice 18” clump. Short spikes of dark
lavender flowers in the summer. Shade. Fertile soil.

H. ‘“Temple Bells’
Incredible profusion of bright purple flowers on a dense mound
measuring 14" high by 32" wide. Scapes reach 30" high on this
medium to fast grower. Dark green leaves are 6” long and 3"
wide.

H. “Torchlight’
Grows to a 2' wide mound and up to 12" tall with circular dark
green leaves rimmed in white. Foliage color is further
highlighted by burgundy red petioles. Blooms in midsummer
with 22" scapes of lavender flowers.

H. ‘Wheaton Blue’
A blue-green sport of ‘Paul’s Glory’, this medium to fast
growing hosta grows 26” tall with a 50” spread. The leaves are
medium blue-green with pale lavender flower.

Houttuynia cordata ‘Chameleon’
This quick-spreading herbaceous, 915" tall groundcover has heart-
shaped, multi-colored leaves of gray-green, cream, carmine and
gold. Most any well-drained soil. Full sun gives best coloration but
survives in partial sun. Zones 3-8.

Hydrangea
H. arborescens ‘Annabelle’
Creamy-white flowers form large, dense rounded heads. Bright
green leaves are deciduous on an upright 5x5’ growing plant.
Prefers sun or semi-shade and fertile, moist, well-drained soil.
Zone 4.

H. macrophylla ‘Glowing Embers’
One of the best small, summer flowering shrubs with
fluorescent pink blooms. Glossy, dark green foliage provides
the perfect background for the pink flowers. Excellent for
foundation and mass plantings. Grows 3’ tall and as wide.
Part sun to shade. Zone 6.

H. ‘Mariesii Variegata’
A very outstanding selection with bright green leaves having
white to creamy borders. Flowers are lace-cap type blooms in
an enchanting gentian-blue. Zone 6.

H. ‘Nikko Blue’
Globe-shaped clusters of blue flowers. Plant in acidic soil to
retain blue flowers. Flowers may turn pink in alkaline or basic
soils. Zone 6.

H. quercifolia ‘Snow Queen’\ Oak Leaf Hydrangea
Deciduous shrub reaches 45’ tall and about 5-6’ wide.
Produces 6-8" long clusters of white flowers that turn to a rosy
pink during the fall. Part sun with well-draining soil. Zone 5.

H. serrata ‘Coerulea Lace’\ Sawtooth Hydrangea
This plant grows 4-5' tall and displays light blue, lace-cap
flowers in spring. It is also adaptable to cooler climates. Part
sun to part shade with well-draining soil. Zone 5.

Hypericum beanii\ St. John's Wort
Golden, yellow flowers are 2" in diameter, with 5 petals resembling
arose. Blooms summer to fall. Foliage is deciduous in northern
Igﬂ climates and semi-evergreen in southern. Shrub typically grows to
3'tall and has light green oblong leaves, 2%" long. Great plant for
mass planting. Average, well-drained soil in full sun to part shade.
Zone 6.

Hypericum calycinum\ Aaron’s Beard
Evergreen shrub with creeping, erect, branching stolons reaching
an average height of 2-3'. Flowers are 2", bright yellow and star-
shaped. Foliage is deciduous in northern climates and semk
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evergreen in southern Average, well-drained soil in full sun to part
shade Zone 6.

Iberis sempervirens ‘Purity’ \ Candy Tuft
Pure white flowers bloom in mid to late spring. ‘Purity’ has larger
flowers and blooms longer than the species. Grows 810x12".
Prefers full sun and well-drained soil. Zone 4.

llex \ Holly
Evergreen shrubs or trees with leaves ranging from tiny to large,
toothed or smooth. Height also varies up to 50’ tall depending upon
species. In general, hollies prefer rich, slightly acidic, good garden soil
in full sun.
| . cornuta ‘Burfordii’\ Burford Holly
A vigorous evergreen grower, with compact upright branches,
15’ or higher and 10’ wide. Dark green leaves and red berries
in fall. Plantin full sun. Zone 6.

I. cornuta ‘Burfordii Nana’\ Dwarf Burford Holly
Slower growing than Burfordii, more compact, growing 6’ plus.
Glossy green leaves and red berries in fall. Zone 6.

I. cornuta ‘Carissa’
Low growing, compact, dwarf holly shrub. Dark green pointed
leaves. Mature height is 3-4". Zone 6.

I. cornuta ‘Needlepoint’
Long, narrow lustrous dark green leaves make this holly a nice
evergreen shrub. Red berries in fall. Mature height 10" and
over. Zone 6.

I. cornuta ‘Rotunda’ \ Dwarf Chinese Holly
Dense evergreen shrub 3-4’, of compact habit, with multiple
points on leaves. Its outstanding appearance makes it an ideal
low hedge. Shade or Sun. Zone 6.

I. crenata ‘Helleri’\ Dwarf Japanese Holly
Very compact, low-growing shrub reaching 3-4' tall and as wide
with small, oval-shaped dark green leaves. Does best in welt
drained, slightly acidic soils under full sun. Zones 58.

. decidua “Warren’s Red’\ Possumhaw
OTexas Native® Deciduous shrub growing at moderate rate
to 20’ tall. Grows best in full sun. Has glossy green leaves and
silver bark. Red fruit persist throughout winter making this a
striking addition to the landscape. Zones 59. Selected by
Plantsman Preston Warren of Oklahoma.

I. glabra \ Smooth Holly, Inkberry
Evergreen upright shrub 810’ tall and 6-8’ wide. Prefers moist,
acidic soils, commonly found in swamps in the wild. Creamy
flowers in late spring form black berries from fall to spring of
following year. Best in full sun, shade tolerant. Zone 4-9.

. vomitoria\ Yaupon Holly
OTexas Native® Upright oval with irregular branching habit.
Normally multi-trunked. Gray branches with medium rate of
growth. Female plants produce red berries in the fall. Zone 7.

. vomitoria ‘Pendula’ \ Weeping Yaupon
OTexas Native® Evergreen shrub or small tree with
pendulous branches, 10-15' in height. Pyramidal habit. Heavy
bearer of red berries. Sun to part shade. Best form develops
with size and age. Zone 7.

. vomitoria ‘Pride of Houston’
Evergreen shrub reaching 20' in height with upright growing
habit. Heavy producer of red berries. Good for specimen or
screen. Full sun or part shade and well-drained soil. Zone 7.

. vomitoria ‘Schillings’\ Dwarf Yaupon
Small, dark green leaves. More compact form than ‘Nana’.
Purplish new shoots. Mature height is 3-4’. Full sun. Zone 7.

. vomitoria ‘Will Fleming’
Very narrow, columnar-shaped, upright evergreen shrub to 15’
tall, 1-2' wide. Can be sheared. Zone 7.
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I. x attenuata ‘Fosteri No. 2’ \ Foster Holly
Evergreen shrub 20-30’ of conical habit. Persistent red fruit.
Great for screen. Sun to part shade. Dense growth habit to
the slender conical form. Small glossy-green leaves have
spiny margins. Zone 6.

I. x attenuata ‘Nellie R. Sevens’
Vigorous grower begins to spread with age. Grows 1820’ high
and 10’ wide. Produces large, bright orangered berries at an
early age. Evergreen. Sun to part shade. Zone 6.

I. x attenuata ‘Savannah’
Evergreen shrub or tree 20-30’ with an upright habit. Produces
red berries. Light green leaves with spines. Zone 6.

I. x latifolia ‘Mary Nell’
Pyramidal shrub with deep green, glossy, serrated leaves.
Nice compact form. Full sun. Zone 7.

I. x meserveae ‘Mesdob’ (China Boy ®)
Male holly that is fast growing and will mature to 10' tall by 8'
wide. A pollinator for 'China Girl'. Very cold hardy. Zones 5-9.

I. x meserveae ‘Mesog’ (China Girl ®)
Female holly maturing to 10'x10" and growing in a dense,
upright and rounded form with lustrous dark green foliage and
abundant large red fruit. Very cold hardy and is more heat
tolerant than other varieties. Does best in well-drained, slightly
acidic soil. Full sun to part shade. Zones 59.

Imperata cylindrica ‘Red Baron’\ Blood Grass

(im-per-AH-tah sa-LYN-dreh-ka)
A warm season grass with translucent, uprightgrowing foliage.
The leaves are %-%4" wide and 1-1%2’ tall. In the spring vertical
leaves emerge that are bright green with wine-red-stained tips. By
fall, the foliage is blood red, creating stunning visual effects. Does
not produce flowers. Prefers moist soil in full sun. Zone 6.

Indigofera kirilowii \ Kirilow Indigo
A hardy, water-loving shrub of the Orient with rosy pink pea-like
flowers appearing along the stems in spring. Deciduous shrub
growing to 3" high with leaves 4-6" long. Thrives in variety of soils,
adapting to calcareaus. Likes full sun or part shade. Zones 58.

Ipheion uniflorum \ Spring Starflower
Blooms from early spring to early summer. Flowers are 1" star-
shaped, pale lilac blooms above narrow grasslike foliage.
Reaches a height of 6-8". Needs rich, moist and well-drained soil.
Give full sun or light shading for half the day. Zones 510.

Iris germanica \ Bearded Iris
(EYE-ris)
Large floral heads of multiple colors produced from flat, grass-like
foliage. Does best in well-drained soils and full sun. Zone 5.
‘Beverly Sills’ - Soft pink 36"
‘Blackout’ - Black (Very dark blue-purple) 39"
‘Carolina Gold’ - Golden-yellow 40"
‘Immortality’ - White 34"
'Michael Paul' - Dwarf, dark purple 11"
‘Octoberfest’ - Orange 32"
‘Persian Berry' - Blue-purple, yellow stamens 36"
‘Red Zinger’ - Richred 26"
‘Royal Knight' - Purple 24"
‘Victoria Falls’ - Blue 32"
‘Well Endowed’ - Yellow 32"

Iris Louisiana Hybrids \ Louisiana Iris
Wide, flat, strap-shaped foliage producing large flowers of
different colors. Enjoys copious amounts of water and full sun.
Zone 5.

l. ‘Acadian Miss’

Ruffled, white self with yellow-green signals. 30" tall. Early to
mid-season bloomer.

l. ‘Ann Chowning’
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This hybrid grows 36" tall and provides velvety red blooms with
a deep yellow signal for garden enjoyment. An excellent
grower.

I. ‘Black Gamecock’
Deep royal purple blooms with contrasting yellow signals.
Height 24-36".

I. “‘Clara Goula’
Flower is a large, ruffled white bi-tone with white standards,
creamy white falls and gold-orange crests. Grows 42” tall and
is an early to mid-season bloomer.

I. ‘Delta Star’
The cartwheel-shaped flower is dark purple, with narrow yellow
signals forming a star. Tall, but well proportioned, with medium
sized blooms. Grows well in water.

I. “Full Eclipse’
Superb dark blackviolet self with black line signals. Grows to
36" tall. Profuse bloomer and grower.

l. ‘Glow Light’
Bicolor having deep violet sepals and near white petals with a
yellow-green signal and a nice flaring form. Vigoroudy growing
to 39" tall.

l. “Kristie G’
Plant is adorned with pale, blue-lavender flowers with falls
rimmed in white. Soft orange signals on a white background.
Grows to 34" and blooms in midseason.

l. ‘Margaret Hunter’
Large ruffled pink blooms with a hint of violet. Reaches 36" in
height.

I. ‘Sinfonietta’
Slightly ruffled blue flowers with yellow signals. A good grower
that multiplies well. Reaches 36" in height.

l.x 'Sun Fury'
Mid to late golden yellow bloomer. To 30" tall.

Iris pseudacorus \ Yellow Water Iris
Flower stems 6-7’, leaves 5’ with 2-3" bright yellow flowers. Needs
acidic, damp to wet soil and thrives in shallow water. Full to light
shade. Decorative at edges of ponds. Zones 39.

Iris sibirica\ Siberian Iris
The Siberian Iris is best when left in clumps. One clump will make a
strong effect once established. Performs well in full sun to light shade
Likes moist boggy areas but will tolerate dry soil. Zones 5-10.
I. sibirica 'Butter and Sugar’
NE” White standards with butter yellow falls appear in spring and
again in fall. Grows 2-2 %' tall.

I. sibirica ‘Caesar’s Brother’
Exceptionally hardy, reaching heights of 3542". Blooms are a
dark velvety purple with a very sturdy stem.

l. sibirica ‘Snow Queen’
White flowers, mid-season bloomer, growing to 30" tall.

Itea virginica ‘Henry’s Garnet’\ Sweetspire
This selection has large fragrant flowers in early summer, and
superb brilliant scarletpurple fall color. Neat, compact habit. Sun
to part shade in wet or dry soils. Zones 6-9.

Jasminum floridum \ Showy Jasmine
Spreading, arching branches, 34’ high and wide, makes an
attractive mound, in a vine growth habit, having dark green foliage.
Profusion of bright yellow flowers in spring and summer. Zone 8-
10.

Jasminum mesnyi \ Primrose Jasmine
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Semi-evergreen to evergreen vine with glossy, dark green leaves.
Grows to 10'. Spring blooming, yellow flowers, 1-2” wide are
usually semi-double. Grow in any fertile soil in full sun. Zone 8.

Jasminum nudiflorum \ Winter Jasmine

Deciduous, slender, arching shrub to 9'. Dark green, glabrous
leaves. Yellow flowers in late winter-early spring. Zone 6.

Juncus effusus ‘Spiralis’\ Corkscrew Rush

Corkscrew-like, 1/8-3/8”, dark-green, glossy, cylindrical stems grow
to about 12-18" in height and equally as wide. The insignificant
brownish-green flowers add to a plant that is good as a water
garden accent. Turns an orangey-red during cold temperatures.
Best in peaty soil that is kept moist, in light shade. Can also be
used as a coffee table plant. It is sure to start a conversation.
Zones 4-9.

Juniperus \ Juniper

You can select a juniper of your choice from groundcovers, shrubs or
trees. Evergreen foliage is needlelike, scalelike or both. Junipers can
succeed in most every welkdrained soil type. They do not like
waterlogged soil. Grown best in full sun, but in hot areas will do well
with partial shade.

J. ashei \ Ashe Juniper
©&Texas Native® Shrub or evergreen tree that rarely grows
over 30’ tall. Usually irregular, leaning, low-branched with a
fluted and twisting trunk. Develops berry-like cone fruit during
early fall. Zones 7-9.

J. chinensis ‘Blue Point’
Neat, blue foliage on a pyramidal shaped, upright juniper that
grows to 8. Zone 3.

J. chinensis ‘Pfitzerana Compacta’ \ Compact Pfitzer
Compact, gray-green foliage on a 2’ high, 4-6’ wide, densely
branched shrub. Zone 4.

J. chinensis ‘Sea Green’
Evergreen shrub to 5’ high and 4-6’ wide with vase-shaped,
branching habit. Bright green foliage stands out in the
landscape. Zone 4.

J. chinensis ‘Spartan’
Rapid grower to 15’ high and 5’ wide. Its densely branched,
pyramidal form holds rich, green needle-like foliage. Zone 5.

J. chinensis ‘“Torulosa’ \ Hollywood Juniper
Rapid growing, dense erect, twisted branches have an artisic
appearance. This 15' high, 10" wide grower displays superb
rich green foliage. Accent shrub, good anywhere. Zone 5.

J. conferta ‘Blue Pacific’
Widely spreading branches that reach 67’ for a dense mat of
erect stems only 1’ high. Blue-green foliage. Zone 5.

J. horizontalis ‘Bar Harbor’
Lightly matted stems to 1’ high hug the ground on spreading
branches reaching 10’ wide. Summer foliage is soft gray-green,
silvery-plum color in winter. Zone 3.

J. horizontalis ‘Blue Chip’
Prized for the superb silver-blue color to the fine foliage on this
1" high mound. Branches spread 6-8' wide, creating a superior
groundcover. Zone 3.

J. horizontalis ‘Prince of Wales’
Low branches reach 8" high, spreading 810’ to form a starburst
pattern. A very dense, plush carpet of bright green foliage to
enhance the landscape with purple plum winter color. Zone 3.

J. horizontalis “Wiltoni’\ Blue Rug
One of the finest low growing junipers, 6” high with spreading
branches 6-8'. Covered with intense silver-blue foliage. A well
mannered, full center growth habit. Zone 3.

J. horizontalis “Youngstown’ \ Compact Andorra
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Prostrate growth habit to 1" high, spreading to 6’ wide with
tightly knit branches that create a full centered look. Foliage is
bright green. Zone 3.

J. procumbens ‘Nana’ \ Japanese Garden
One of the best ground hugging evergreens. lts 1’ high to 6’
wide cushion-like form is covered by dense, bluish-green
foliage. Zone 5.

J. sabina ‘Tamariscifolia’\ Tamarix or Tam Juniper
An improved selection of this favorite, low spreading juniper.
Branches of attractive blue-green foliage form a symmetrical
18" high by 8-10’ wide mound. Zone 3.

J. virginiana \ Eastern Red Cedar
OTexas Native® One of the hardiest Junipers, with aromatic
dark green to gray greenfoliage. Forms a medium to large tree
of conical habit. Needs full sun. Tolerant of adverse
conditions, thrives in limestone based soils. Zone 4.

J. virginiana ‘Skyrocket’
Very narrow, columnar form, averaging 15-20' high, 2-3’ wide
and resembling a skyrocket. Silver-blue foliage is compactly
held on the dense branches of this rapid grower. Zone 6.

Kniphofia uvaria 'Alcazar’\ Red Hot Poker
Early summer bloomer, with bright salmon-red tubular flowers.
ﬂ" Can reach 36-42" in height. Tall leaves are 3’long and 1" wide.
Plant in well-drained soil in full sun. Zone 5.

Kniphofia uvaria ‘Pfitzeri’\ Red Hot Poker
The unusual drooping tubular flowers are arranged in dense
racemes at the top of 6-10” scapes. Flowers on stalks with
blooms having progressive colors of red, orange and yellow,
depending on bloom maturity. Tall leaves are 3'long and 1”
wide. With an overall height of 2-4’, this makes a colorful
border plant or cut flower. Plant in well-drained soil in full sun.
Zone 5.

Koelreuteria paniculata \ Golden Raintree
Deciduous tree to 40’ tall with a 30-40’ spread. Medium to fast
grower, reaching 10-12' over a 5-7 year period. One of the few
yellow flowering trees. Provides a magnificent display in the
fall. Full sun. Zones 5-9.

Lagerstroemia \ Crapemyrtle
Grows as a deciduous tree or shrub. When trained as a tree,
becomes vase shaped with most attractive trunk and branch
pattern. Smooth gray or light brown bark flakes off to reveal
smooth inner bark, that becomes even more attractive with
maturity. Plant in full sun. After established, is drought resistant.
Water infrequently, but deeply.
L. indica ‘Candy Stripe’
The picotee type flower is deep pink and edged in white,
giving it a candy stripe effect. Upright branching habit.
Grows 8-14’ tall. Zone 7.
L. indica ‘Catawba’
This cultivar has glossy dark green mildew resistant foliage,
that turns reddish color in fall. Abundant compact blooms
are dark purple. Plant grows 12-15'tall. Zone 6.

L. indica ‘Country Red’
This Crapemyrtle grows upright, 20’ plus, in height. Late
bloomer, with deep, dark red flowers. Zone 6.

L. indica ‘Country Red’ Standard

Single trunk tree form.

L. indica ‘Dwarf Pink’
Will grow 6-12' tall with pink flowers. Zone 6.

L. indica ‘Royalty’
Deep purple flowers adorn this deciduous flowering shrub in
summer. Mature height is 6-12’. Zone 6.

L. indica ‘Snow Baby’
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Short variety growing 5-6’ tall with white flowers.

L. indica "True Blue*
Dwarf upright branched form, 5' high and 4' wide. Shrub is
covered with bluish-lavender blooms. Rich green foliage.
Zone 7.

L. indica ‘Victor’
This very dwarf, compact crapemyrtle grows 3-5X3-5'. Dark
red flowers bloom late summer. In the fall, leaves turn
reddish-yellow. Zone 6.

L. indica "Watermelon Red*
Clusters of vivid red flowers on a shrubby form. Mature
height is 15-20'". Zone 6.

L. indica "Whit I' Raspberry Sundae® PP10297
Beautiful raspberry red flowers with white margins. New
foliage is bronze and turns to a medium green at maturity.
Grows 15’ or more, in almost columnar shape. Zone 6.

L. indica "Whit 11" Dynamite® PP10296
Upright tree form (may be single or multi-trunked) reaching
15’ or more. Cherry red flowers will take on flecks of white
after heavy cloud coverage or shade. Highly mildew
resistant. Zone 6.

L. indica "Whit 111" Pink Velour® PP10314
Shrill pink flowers engulf the distinctly dark wine-colored
foliage that persists most of the season. Considered a large
shrub or a small tree, this form reaches 12’ and higher.
Zone 6.

L. indica "Whit VI' Burgundy Cotton® PPAF

Broad upright large shrub or small tree that displays gorgeous
tufts of white flowers that turn pink on the underside during
cloudy or cool conditions. New growth is wine red and remains
that way until turning green during flowering. Reaches 12’ or
taller. Zone 6.

L. x ‘Acoma’
Low spreading variety reaching 510’ tall. White 6-7"
blooms continue all summer. Fall leaf color is red-purple.
Splendid small tree with recurrent flowers. Mildew resistant.

L. x ‘Centennial Spirit’
The electric red blooms remain unfaded with age and are as
magnificent as new blooms. This upright, multi-stemmed
tree grows 10-20’ in height in a torch-like manner. Offers
some mildew resistance and red-orange fall foliage tones.
Full sun. Zone 6.

L. x “Muskogee’
Abundant, medium-size, light lavender flowers begin
blooming early summer and last until fall. Highly mildew
resistant. Grows over 20' tall. Zone 6.

L. x fauriei ‘Hopi’
U.S. National Arboretum Hybrid Cultivar. Spreading, semi-
dwarf, multiple-stemmed. Panicles are medium pink.
Young leaves are glabrous, becoming dark green, turning
bright orange-red to dark red in autumn. Mildew resistant.
Very hardy. Grows 8-10" high and as wide. Zone 6.

L. x fauriei ‘Miami’
Tall upright tree to 20’ or more. Good grower with dark pink
blooms from early summer to early fall at which time foliage
turns orange colored.

L. x fauriei ‘Natchez’
Large shrub or small tree, 20-25’ high and wide. Dark
cinnamon-brown, mottled, exfoliating trunk bark that
remains spectacular throughout the year. Glossy, dark
green leaves turn orange and red in fall. Pure white
flowers. Zone 6.

L. x fauriei 'Natchez' Standard/Single Trunk
Single-trunk form.

Lamium maculatum ‘Beacon Silver’\ Spotted Nettle
(LAY-mi-um)
Silver-white, 1-2” long leaves surrounded by green margins.
Small rosy-pink flowers bloom in the spring. Provide an evenly
moist, well-drained soil in partial shade. Stand out foliage that
will catch the eye, even in a shaded area. Grows 8-12" tall and
18" wide. Zones 3-8.

Lamium maculatum ‘White Nancy’\ Dead Nettle
Beautiful silver leaves with narrow green edges provide the
background for white flowers in spring. Grows 6x18” in shade
to part shade and well-drained soil. Zone 4.

Lantana
(lan-TAN-na)
Excellent for hot, dry areas. Flower heads are 1-2" wide, made up
of clusters of smaller flowers. Not particular as to solil, but likes to
bake in full sun. Remove dead wood in spring. Blooms begin in
spring and last until frost. Too much water and fertilizer cuts down
on blooms. Good cut flower.
L. camara \ Hardy Pink Lantana
©&Texas Native® Butterflies love the pink and yellow
blooms of this summer bloomer. Growth habit is fast and
shrub-like. Average height is 3-4’. Root hardy to Zone 7.
L. horrida \ Texas Lantana
OTexas Native® This easy-to-grow, shrub-like perennial
grows 4x4’ in full sun with orange-yellow blooms, even
during the hottest part of summer. Zone 8.

L. montevidensis ‘Trailing Lavender’
Beautiful purple spread of 4’ wide by 18" high. Used as a
groundcover or mass planting. Will take some shade.
Zone 9.

L. montevidensis ‘Trailing White’
Impressive as a mass planting or used as a ground cover.
White flower heads are 1-2" wide and bloom all summer.
Grows 8" high with a 4’ spread. Not particular to soil, but
thrives in full sun. Zone 9.

L. x ‘Dallas Red’
A delightful display of red, orange and yellow flowers.
Grows up to 2’

L. x ‘New Gold’
Gorgeous gold and yellow blossoms. Reaches 12" with a
48" spread.

Laurus nobilis \ Bay Tree
Slow growing, dense, upright branches. Slender conical form when
young, maturing to 12-15' high, 6-8 wide. Dark green, leathery
leaves are strongly aromatic when crushed. Can be used for
seasoning in culinary dishes. Zone 8.

Lavandula angustifolia ‘Hidcote’\ English Lavender
Dark purple, fragrant flowers bloom in summer. Grows 14x14".
Requires very well-drained soil and full sun. Zones 7-9.

Lavandula stoechas \ Spanish Lavender
A very showy species with blue-gray foliage. Unusual squarish
flower spikes produce tufts of large, orchidpurple bracts,
resembling rabbit ears. Blooms in early summer. Needs well
drained soil in full sun. Zone 8.

Lespedeza thunbergii ‘Gibraltar’\ Pink Clover Bush
In early fall, beautiful splashes of color are breathtaking when
its feathery, gracefully arching stems are covered with lavender
pink, pea-like flowers. Can reach 6’ tall and 4’ wide. Zone 6.

Leucanthemum
L. vulgare\ Ox-eye Daisy

O Texas Native& Spring blooms of single, white daisies with
yellow centers. Excellent for naturalizing. Prefers soils of
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average to moderate fertility. Grows 2%’ in height and 1-2’
wide. Full sun or part shade.

L. vulgare ‘May Queen’ \ Ox-eye Daisy
Early blooming white flowers on plants reaching 22-27" in
height. Good cut flower. Zones 4-9.

L. x superbum 'Becky’\ Shasta Daisy
When in mass plantings, showy, single, 3" wide, white flowers
start swaying in the breeze in early summer for a grand show
to late summer. 'Becky' is both cold hardy and heat tolerant
with deep green, shiny leaves. Grows to 3' tall. Well-drained
soil. Full sun. Zone 5-8. 2003 Perennial Plant of the Year.

L. x superbum ‘Snow Lady’ \ Shasta Daisy
An All-American selection, this 10” dwarf displays single white
flowers from early summer to frost. Grows best in fertile, moist
and well-drained soils. Full sun, with afternoon shade in hotter
climates. Zone 5.

L. x superbum ‘Summer Snowball’ \ Shasta Daisy
This Shasta Daisy grows 30" tall and blooms late spring to
early fall with large, double white flowers the size of tennis
balls. Bet your grandma never saw this one! Prefers well
drained soil with light shade in the hotter climates. Zone 5.

Leucophyllum \ Cenizo, Texas Sage

Texas Sage prefers low humidity, very well-drained, acidic or higher pH

soil and full sun. Needs heat to produce summer bell-shaped flowers.

L. frutescens ‘Compactum’

More compact form than the species; dense branches form a
mound 3-5’ high and as wide. Silver-gray foliage produces
orchid-pink, bell-shaped blooms in the summer. Flowering
more abundantly after rainfall. Drought tolerant once
established. Needs good drainage. Zone 8.

L. frutescens ‘Green Cloud” ™
Compactly branched mound, 4-6’ high and as wide with dark
green foliage and purple-violet flowers in the summer. Grows
in poor soils, drought tolerant once established. Zone 8.

L. x ‘Lynn’s Everblooming’ (a.k.a. “‘San Jose’)
A fine selection of Lynn Lowrey’s that forms a lightly compact
shrub, 4-5' tall and 4-5' wide. Foliage is soft green, with
flowers a beautiful lavender blue. Repeat bloom cycles from
April to October. Blooms more often than L. frutescens variety.
Zone 8.

L. x *Heavenly Cloud*
Considered mostly evergreen with grey-green foliage and
'gll lavender blooms. Grows 6 X 6'. Prefers full sun, well-drained
soil. Zone 7.

Leymus arenarius \ Blue Lyme Grass
Almost metallic blue foliage graces this deciduous spreading grass.
Grows 1-3'in height. Flowers in the summer, but not a showy
display. Can be invasive. Plant in full sun or light shade in any
type of soil. Zone 4.

Liatris\ Gay Feather

Each stem is covered one half to one third of the way with flowers that
open from the top down. Tolerant of hot summers, they will grow in
well-drained soil in full sun. Flowering season is mid -summer to late
fall. Avoid soggy soil conditions in winter. Zones 3-9.

L. spicata ‘Floristan White’ (‘Floristan Weiss’)
White flowers on plants reaching 3 tall.

L. spicata ‘Kobold’
Most popular cultivar. Early summer bloomer bearing dense
spikes of mauve to violet flowers on stiff 2-2%%’ tall stems.

Ligularia dentata 'Britt-Marie Crawford' PP16113 (now
Farfugium)\ Leopard Plant
(lig-you-LAIR-ee-uh)
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One of the darkest forms available with broad, glossy, dark

ﬂ' chocolate-maroon leaves on top, dark purple underneath. Keeps

their color all summer. Daisy-like, golden orange flowers appear in
mid to late summer. 3-4X2-3' wide. Moist to wet organic-rich sail.
Partial shade. Zones 4-9.

Ligularia tussilaginea ‘Aureomaculata’ (Now Farfugium

japonica ‘Aureomaculata’)\ Leopard Plant
Broad, 6-10” wide evergreen leaves that are thick and rather
leathery. Leaves are speckled and blotched with cream or yellow,
rising on 1-2’ stems from rootstock. A few yellow rayed, 1-2” wide,
flower heads rise from stalks that are 1-2’ tall. Does best in partial
shade and good humus-rich garden soil that is kept evenly moist.
Will wilt with summer heat, but quickly recovers as the sun sets and
temperatures fall. Grows 2-3' tall and as wide. Zone 7.

Ligularia tussilaginea 'Cristata’ (Now Farfugium japonica

‘Cristata’) \ Leopard Plant
Gary-green foliage is rimmed with pink highlights on the crested
ruffled edges. Very unusual. Grows 2X3’ wide. Yellow, daisy-like
flowers in summer. Good humus-rich garden soil. Partial shade.
Zone 6.

Ligustrum sinense ‘Variegatum’ \ Variegated Privet
Deciduous shrub to 20" in height. In mild areas, it is semt
evergreen. The leaves are variegated, soft gray-green and white.
Produces white flowers in the spring. May be used for a hedge or
pruned into a tree form. Zone 7.

Ligustrum x vicaryi\ Vicary Golden Privet
Many erect stems covered by bright, golden foliage. A fast grower,
reaching 10-12’ high by 5-8 wide. Best growth and color is
obtained in full sun. Zone 4.

Lindernia grandiflora \ Blue Moneywort
Blue Moneywort grows like regular moneywort with small heart -
shaped leaves, creeping 1" tall along the ground. Tiny blue flowers
occur from spring through summer. Sun to light shade. Zone 7.

Liquidambar styraciflua \ Sweetgum
OTexas Native® Tree develops into a stately pyramidal shape.
Handsome maple-like foliage has striking autumn color in shades
of yellow, orange, reds and purple. Mature height can reach 100'.
Prefers acidic soil but will grow in black clay. Zone 5-9.

Liriope\ Lily Turf
L. gigantea \ Giant Liriope
Grows to 3’, and spreads by runners. Forms large clumps.
Blue flower spikes followed by metallic-blue fruit. Shade to part
shade. Zone 6.

L. muscari ‘Big Blue’
Similar to L. muscari with a wider leaf and larger flowers.
Mature height 12-15". Large blue berries in the fall. Partial
shade to full sun. Zone 6.

L. muscari ‘Monroe White’
Evergreen perennial groundcover, 12-18" in height, with tufted
appearance and white flower spikes. Prefers shade to partial
shade. Zone 6.

L. muscari ‘Royal Purple’
Deep green 3/8-1/4" wide leaf blade. Deep purple flower
spikes. Best blooming liriope, lasts longer than oher varieties.
Mature height 12-15". Zone 6.

L. muscari ‘Silvery Sunproof’
This evergreen 15-18" ground cover has yellow-fading-to-white
striped dark green foliage with soft lavender flower spikes in
the summer. Flowers are held above the clumping foliage.
Prefers partial shade. Zone 6.

L. muscari ‘Webster’s Wideleaf’
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Nice wide 3/8-3/4” leaf blade. Lavender flower spikes, growing
to 15" tall. Full sun to part shade. Zone 7.

L. spicata
Narrow, grass-like groundcover with mauve to nearly white
flowers. More distinctly tubular than muscari. Spreads by
underground rhizomes. Mature height 12-15". Zone 5.

L. spicata ‘Silver Dragon’
Narrow, silvery-white striped blade on this grasslike
groundcover. A distinct variegated foliage. Lavender flower
spikes. Mature height 12-15". Zone 7.

Lobelia cardinalis\ Cardinal Flower

(lo-BEE-le-ah)
©Texas Native® Dark green, 3-4” long, irregularly toothed
leaves. Red flowers are 1%%” wide with the lower lip consisting of
three distinct lobes bent downward. Requires rich, moist, well-
drained soil in part shade. Late summer bloomer. Average height is
3. Zones 2-9.

Lobelia fulgens ‘Queen Victoria’
Brilliant red flowers over bronze foliage. Plants can grow to 5’ tall.
Requires rich moist soil in part shade. Late summer bloomer.
Good cut flowers. Zone 2.

Lonicera \ Honeysuckle
(lon-ISS-er-ah)
Grow in full sun or light shade. Most need average summer water once
established. Vines are valued for their fragrant tubular flowers and are
great hummingbird attra ctors.
L. fragrantissima \ Winter Honeysuckle
Deciduous or semi-evergreen bushy, spreading shrub. Bears
oval, dark green leaves. Fragrant, short tubed creamy white
flowers open in winter and early spring. Height 6, spread 12"
Zones 4-8.

L. japonica “‘Halliana’ \ Hall’s Honeysuckle
Semi-evergreen 1v2-3” leaves. Fast growing vine. Will attach
itself to any surface. Fragrant white blooms turn yellow at
maturity. Mature height 1-2'. Drought and salt tolerant.
Adapts to a wide range of soil conditions Prune back heavy in
spring. Zone 4-9.

L. japonica ‘Purpurea’ \ Purple Honeysuckle
Fast growing evergreen vine. Underside of leaves and flowers
are purple. Good for erosion control. Fragrant flowers. Zone 4.

L. sempervirens\ Coral Honeysuckle
©Texas Native® Deciduous, with vine-like habit to 15'.
Coral flowers. Sun to part shade. Zone 4-9.

L. x heckrottii ‘Goldflame’\ Honeysuckle
Spreading deciduous shrub or vine with dark green leaves
provide a background for the beautiful yellow and red flowers.
Zone 5.

L. x “‘Honey Rose’ \ Honeysuckle
This deciduous shrub is a rapidgrower, with rose red flowers,
reaches heights of 810'. Summer bloomer does best in well-
drained soil and full sun. Zones 4-10.

Loropetalum \ Chinese Fringeflower

L. var. rubrum ‘Burgundy’
A spectacular evergreen shrub with graceful arching branches.
Fast growing with burgundy colored leaves maturing to a deep
purple. Spring brings hot pink blooms that persist through
summer. Can easily grow 6’ tall and 4-5' wide. Sun to part
shade. Summer foliage fades to greenish purple. Zone 7-9.

L. chinesevar. rubrum 'Plum’
Evergreen with arching branches of rosy red leaves, aging to
I‘” dark bronze. Dark rose flowers. 6-8' tall and as wide. Zone 7.

L. var. rubrum ‘Ruby’
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Has a more compact, rounded growth habit with medium pink
flowers opening in late spring. Leaves are more broadoval to
round with new growth a shiny ruby red. Leaves mature to a
red-purple then green-maroon. Can be planted in full sun or
high shade of deciduous trees.Drought tolerant once
established. Zone 7-9.

L. var. rubrum ‘Zhuzhou Fuchsia’
Flowers are deep pink offering beautiful contrast to the
blackish-maroon leaf color that persists in the heat of summer.
Leaves are ellipticalovate and average 1%4-2%" long and up to
1" wide. Growth habit is distinctly upright with strong ascending
branches. Grows to 10’ tall. Full sun, part shade. Zones 7-9.

Lysimachia nummularia \ Green Moneywort
Evergreen creeping plant with long runners that root at nodes.
Pretty light green mat of roundish leaves. Summer blooms of small
yellow flowers. Requires moisture and shade. Zone 5.

Lysimachia nummularia ‘Aurea’ \ Gold Moneywort
Similar to Green Moneywort but with a gold colored foliage.

Lysimachia procumbens \ Golden Globes
Low-growing, mat-forming perennial growing 4" tall with a 12"
spread. Flowers are yellow, upturned and cup-shaped. Likes sun
or partial shade, well-drained soil. Will withstand damp or moist
soils, but not areas with standing water. Zones 6-9.
Lythrum \ Loosestrife
(LITH-rum)
Upright plant with branching stems and slightly hairy, lance -shaped,
willow-like leaves. Terminal spikes carry whorls of flowers. Plants are
tolerant of heat and humidity. Moist, well-drained soil in full sun is
preferred. Used for cut flowers. Zone 3.
L. salicaria ‘Happy’
May be the best choice for a small garden. Only 1518 tall
with dark pink flowers.

L. salicaria ‘Robert’
Rose red flowers on a compact plant growing only 2’ tall.

L. salicaria “‘Morden Pink’
A bright pink, growing 2-3' tall and 2’ wide.

L. virgatum ‘Dropmore Purple’
One of the best cultivars of the species. Summer blooms of
rose-purple flowers on 2v2’ tall stems.

Magnolia
M. grandiflora \ Southern Magnolia
OTexas Native® This beautiful evergreen tree isthe
trademark of the south. Grows naturally from Florida to East
Texas. Heights can reach 60100, covered with large white
blooms from April to August. Hardy to Zone 7.

M. grandiflora ‘D.D. Blanchard’
A superior brown backed evergreen magnolia. Darkgreen
leaves are backed with an intense copper indumentum.
Growth habit is a natural compact pyramidal form. Discovered
growing in D.D. Blanchard’s garden in North Carolina. Zone 7.

M. grandiflora ‘Little Gem’
Suited for the smaller garden. Makes a medium size,
evergreen tree, 20’ plus, in height with a compact, narrow
columnar habit. Foliage is dense glossy deep green and
heavily felted beneath. Leaves and flowers are smaller than
those of the species. Will display flowers when quite young.
Blooms sporatically during year. Selected by Warren Steed of
Steed’s Nursery from a tree in Candor, N.C. in 1952 and
registered in 1966. Zone 7.

M. grandiflora 'Little Gem' espalier
‘Little Gem' beautifully displayed on an espalier.

M. x ‘Ann’
This is a U.S. National Arboretum. Flowers are red-purple and
2-4” in diameter with 6-8 petals. Tepals are red purple at the
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base, gradually paling toward the apex. Flower buds are erect
and tapered. Blooms the earliest of this group of hybrids.
Deciduous, grows 10-12’ tall. Zone 5.

M. x soulangiana \ Saucer Magnolia
Multi-trunk, broadly-spreading branches create rounded form
20-25’ high and wide. Spring flowering, large saucershaped
creamy-white blooms, purplish-pink outside. Deep green,
deciduous leaves appear after the blooms. Zone 5.

Mahonia bealei \ Leatherleaf Mahonia
Many erect, stout, vertical stems, 6-10" high, creating a 4-5’ wide
shrub. Broad, holly-like blue-green foliage. Terminal clusters of
fragrant yellow blooms in late spring form black, grape-like fruit
clusters. Zone 6.

Mahonia trifoliolata 'Porcelein Blue'\ Agarito, Algerita
Leaves are tough, trifoliate, spiny and deep blue-green, with a
NEW waxy appearance. Evergreen shrub growing 6X6'. Yellow ,
fragrant flowers appear in early spring and later produce red
berries. Full sun, light shade, well-drained soil. Zone 7.

Malephora lutea \ Rocky Point Ice Plant

Bright yellow flowers on an evergreen groundcover. Succulent
Na'l leaves are narrow and 1" long. Grows 10-12" tall with a 4' spread.

Low to moderate water requirements and well-drained soil. Full
sun, part shade. Zone 8.

Malpighia glabra \ Barbados Cherry
O Texas Native® This shrub will take shearing to the point of
using as a topiary, or make a hedge as low as three inches. Left
alone, will make a soft accent shrub. Usually grows to 9’ tall with
%", white to pale pink flowers. Fast growing, producing small
cherries that birds relish. Evergreen where temperatures stay
above 25°F. Does bestin sand, loam or clay that stays moist, but
well-drained. Dappled shade, part shade or full sun. Zone 8.

Malus ‘Sutyzam’ (‘Sugartyme’ ™) pp7062 \ Crabapple
Beautiful pale pink buds open to white flowers in the spring. Crisp
green leaves are sharply toothed and hairy. Reaches 18X15’ tall at
maturity. Excellent resistance to disease. Zones 48.

Malus ioensis ‘Prairiefire’\ Prairiefire Crabapple
Buds open into dark, pinkish-red flowers during spring and later
produces reddish purple fruit Spring foliage turns from red to dark
green for summer. Grows to about 20’ tall and equally as wide
taking on a round shape in maturity. Excellent for adding impact to
landscapes. Zones 4-10.

Malva sylvestris'Zebrina'\ Hollyhock
Single, 2", saucer-shaped flowers are striped in purple, on long
spikes. Summer bloomer in any well-drained soil. Grows to 36"
high. A good cut flower. Full sun. Zone 2.

Malvaviscus arboreus var. drummondii \ Turk’s Cap

(mal-vah-VIS-cus)
O Texas Native® Grows in most any well-drained soil and
exposures, ranging from full sun to shade. Small, red, turban-
shaped blooms are produced on top of each stem of dark green
leaves. Flowers are attractive to butterflies and hummingbirds.
Grows 36x30”. Root hardy to Zone 7, but dies back to the ground
each year exceptin Zone 9.

Malvaviscus arboreus var. drummondii ‘Alba’ \ White
Turk’s Cap

& Texas Native® This herbaceous perennial grows 36x30” in sun
or shade with all summer white flowers, instead of the typical red,.
Attracts hummingbirds and butterflies. Zone 8.

Mascagnia macroptera \ Butterfly Vine
Good for fences or espaliers. Yellow clusters of orchid-like flowers
bloom all spring and summer, resulting in seed pods shaped like
butterflies. Very heat tolerant. Full sun to part shade. Fast growth
rate to 10-12’ and root hardy to Zone 7b.
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Matteuccia struthiopteris\ Ostrich Fern
A clump-forming, upright to arching deciduous ferndisplaying a
ﬂ" feathery appearance of long ostrich plumes. Height 3-6" with a
spread of 5-8'. Part to full shade. Can handle medium to wet water
conditions, similar to wooded river bottoms and swamps. Zone 3.

Melampodium leucanthum \ Blackfoot Daisy
(mel-am-POH-dee-um loo-KAN-thum)
©&Texas Native®w Starts blooming early in spring and will continue
all summer. Small white flowers have yellow centers. Grows 4-12"
tall and prefers excellent drainage in sun or part sun. Evergreen in
mild winters. Sunshine releases strong, wild honey scent. Zone 6.

Mentha requienii\ Corsican Mint
Very small, low growing mint that is excellent between paving
stones and in herb walks. Contains menthol that produces a very
strong mint scent when stepped on. Evergreen growing %2 X 8.
Requires protection from hot sun and needs plenty of water, with
very well-drained soil. Zone 6.

Michelia figo\ Banana Shrub
On warm, still days your garden will trail of rich, banana oil
fragrance. New leaves have a silky brown pubescence that
gracefully matures to a glabrous, dark green leaf, measuring 1v24"
long. Yellowish-green, cup-shaped flowers, 1-1%2" are borne in
spring with a purple tinge. Prefers rich, moist, well-drained acidic
soil in part shade. Perfectfor understory planting andt holds up in
heat and drought. Grows 6-10' high. Zone 8.

Millettia reticulata\ Evergreen Wisteria
Woody, semi-hardy twining vine that is a fast grower. Deep wine,
pea-shaped flowers bloom profusely from spring to summer.
Prefers full sun, moist fertile, well-drained and slightly acidic soil.
Zones 8-10.

Miscanthus \ Maiden Grass, Silver Grass

(mis-KAN-thus)

Maiden Grass is one of the toughest, yet most graceful of grasses.
Especially sought after for its spectacular flowers that emerge as silky
tassels, then mature to fluffy plumes lasting well into winter. An
excellent addition to add beauty and movement to the garden.

M. sinensis ‘Adagio’
Compact grower, good for small gardens. Silver-grey foliage,
grows to 2’ tall. Pink flowers bloom in the fall, turning to white.
Needs moist, rich soil in full sun to partial shade. Zones 59.

M. sinensis ‘Cabaret’
Considered one of the most beautiful of the variegated
Miscanthus, ‘Cabaret’ has a wide white band down the center
of the leaf. The late season plums to 7' emerge a wonderful
reddish purple before turning tan. Sun to part shade. Origin
China and Japan. Zones 7-9.

M. sinensis ‘Gracillimus’\ Maiden Grass
Fine textured and showy flowers, narrow, silver mid-ribbed
leaves, Y- ¥2" wide, form stiffly erect clumps of foliage 5-6’ tall.
Fall foliage color can vary from bright orange to almond.
Flowers appear in September, maturing to silver in color into
the winter. Zones 5-9.

M. sinensis ‘Little Kitten’\ Dwarf Fountain Grass
Narrow, arching green leaves form tufted clumps 15" tall.
Late summer, early fall cascading creamy white flower plumes
appear to a height of 30". Light beige seeds continue the
superb display into the winter. Needs average, moist, welk
drained soil in full sun to part shade. Zones 510.

M. sinensis ‘“Morning Light’
Handsome foliage and showy flowers are prized by gardeners
across the country. A silver grass with a narrow band of clear
white on the leaf margins. Upright, arching foliage grows 4-5’
tall with flowers on stalks that are 5-6' tall. Flowers bloom late,
emerging reddish bronze and drying to cream. Considered one
of the finest cultivars of recent introductions. Zones 5-9.
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M. sinensis ‘Strictus’ \ Porcupine Grass, Banded

Miscanthus
Green leaves with horizontal gold bars similar to zebra grass.
Erect growing habit, 4-6’ in neat vertical clumps. Flowers
bloom copper in fall. Prefers moist, fertile areas in full sun, but
afternoon shade in hot climates. Zones 4-9.

M. sinensis ‘Variegatus’ \ Variegated Japanese

SilverGrass
Leaves grow Yz- /5" wide, and are striped white. Forms
flopping clumps 4-6' tall and as wide. Flowers rise 1-2’ above
the foliage in late summer. Tolerant of light shade. Zone 6.

M. sinensis “Yaku Jima’ \ Japanese Silver Grass
Compact, fine textured foliage, 3-4' tall, turns reddish-brown in
the fall. Inlate summer, reddish flowers rise to the height of
the foliage. Plant remains attractive well into winter. Zone 6.

M. sinensis ‘Zebrinus’ \ Zebra Grass
Large arching foliage with yellowish white bands across the
leaves. The leaves are %2 - %" wide and 1%2-2'%’ long. Foliage
clumps reach 5-6’ tall and as wide. In early fall, flower spikes
bloom a pinkish copper, 1-2’ above the foliage. Striking
planted in mass along the water’s edge. Zone 6.

Monarda \ Bee Balm
Simple leaves are topped by crown-studded and lipped, bright flowers
on square stems. Blooms from summer into fall. Grow in full sun as it
tends to be floppy and spreads faster in shade. Likes moist, well-
drained soil, and is not drought tolerant. Early settlers near Oswego,
NY, used the leaves of Monarda didyma to brew tea. Monarda was
routinely included in herbal gardens. Bee balm is derived from the
balmy fragrance of crushed leaves and the attraction of bees.
Hummingbirds also love this plant. Zones 4-9.
M. bartlettii ‘Raspberry Fuzz’

Green leaves that feel like velvet beautifully accent raspberry

red flowers of this cultivar. The 18" stalk is branched. Very

heat tolerant. Zones 6-9.

M. ‘Gardenview Scarlet’
Rich, red flowers that bloom in the summer on plants reaching
2-4" high and about 3’ wide. Mildew resistant.

.M. ‘Marshall’s Delight’

A pink flowering, mildew resistant variety. To 36" tall.

M. ‘Prairie Night’ (‘Prarienacht’)
Red-violet flowers that bloom in summer. Usual height is 3-4’
and 3" wide.

M. pringlei\ Pringle’s Beebalm
This native of Mexico has scarlet flowers on 15” sturdy stems
that do not topple with the weight of the large flowers.
Blooming from mid-spring to mid-summer, this hummingbird
attractor grows best in dappled orafternoon shade. A rosette
of dark green foliage persists in the winter. Zone 7.

Muhlenbergia \ Muhly Grass
(myoo-len-BER-jee-ah)
A durable ornamental grass, most of which are heat and drought
resistant. Animportant addition to southwestern gardens.
M. capillaris\ Gulf Muhly or Hairy Awn Grass
OTexas Native® Usual height is 1%’ but can reach 2%,
Blooms in fall with feathery deep pink blossoms. Needs full sun
to partial shade, does best in sandy loam soil. However, will
tolerate seasonal poor drainage. Goes dormant in winter. Zone

7.

M. dumosa \ Bamboo Muhly
Woody canes reach 3-6’ tall in arching clumps resembling fine
leaved bamboo. Small purplish flowers turn wheat colored.
Grows best in well-drained, fertile soil. Tolerates sandy or
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rocky soil and once established is also heat and drought
tolerant. Zones 8-10.

M. lindheimeri\ Big Muhly
(myoo-len-BER-jee-ah....lind-HEY-mer-eye)
&Texas Native® Has blue foliage, clumping leaves 1/8-1/4”
wide and 12-18" long. Grayish flower spikes rise 1¥>2%’
above foliage emerging purplishin the fall and lasting through
eary winter. Neat growing habit. Reaching 2-5' in height.
Prefers well-drained, moist, fertile soil in full sun. Zone 7.

M. reverchonii\ Seep Muhly

©&Texas Native® In spring, thin green leaves emerge from
the curly, fibrous mass of dried winter foliage. Through the

ﬂ' summer the green leaves begin to curl until the mass forms a
ball-shape, reaching 8-10" high. In the fall, stems with a light
purple inflorescence, rise 12" above the plant, producing an
overall height of 2-3%%". Delicate, branching seed heads mature
to a purple-mauve hue. Seep muhly is a warm season grass
found on limestone slopes and rocky prairies in full sun.
Drought tolerant and deer resistant. Zone 6.

M. rigens\ Deer Muhly
©&Texas Natives Deer grass is a clumping, coolseason
grass of unusual beauty and adaptability. Handsome foliage
and showy flower spikes, 2-3' tall. Heat and drought tolerant.
Gray-green leaves 3/8-5/8" wide and 1v2-2%;' tall and as wide.
Will grow 3-4' if watered in summer. Full sun or part shade.
Found in a wide range of habitats, but prefers moist, wel-
drained fertile soil. Zones 7-9.
Myrica cerifera\ Southern Wax Myrtle
(MYE-reh-kah)
OTexas Native® This large evergreen shrub or small tree with
multiple trunks usually forms a narrow, round-topped crown.
Makes a nice ornamental when planted in the landscape. Prefers
sandy wet soils, but will adapt to a landscape setting. Mature
height can reach 40’. Zone 6.

Myrica pusilla ‘Don’s Dwarf’ \ Dwarf Wax Myrtle
Leaves are darker than species and have a tighter compact growth
habit.

Myrica pusilla ‘Lynn’s Dwarf’\ Dwarf Wax Myrtle
Selection made by Plantsman Lynn Lowery. Overall growth is
more compact than ‘Don’s Dwarf' Wax Myrtle. Female plant.

Nandina \ Heavenly Bamboo

Not a bamboo, but a member of the barberry family. Resemblance to
bamboo is its lightly branched, canelike stems and delicate, fine-
textured foliage. Colors are better in sun, but needs some shade in
desert conditions. Best in rich soil with ample water, but can become
drought tolerant after established. Apply iron sulfate or chelates to
correct chlorosis in alkaline soils. Most useful for light airy effects.
Zone 6.

N. domestica \ Heavenly Bamboo
An attractive shrub, 6-8' high. Leaflets are narrow, 1-2" long.
The white flowers, although not showy, have handsome
panicles nearly 1’ long. Provides brilliant fall color. Grows well
in any soil type, but prefers a reasonably moist site.

N. domestica ‘Compacta’ \ Compact Nandina
Feathery foliage on erect canes, 4-5’ in height. Has sparse
white flowers and brilliant fall color. Plant in sun to part shade.
Slower growing and more compact than domestica.

N. domestica 'Gulf Stream'
Brilliant red fall/winter color and metallic blue-green summer
foliage. Evergreen shrub growing to 4' tall and 3' wide.
ﬂ" Beautiful new growth is bronze colored. Sparse white flowers.
Grow in sun to partial shade.

N. domestica ‘Harbour Dwarf’
Low growing variety used as a colorful groundcover. Feathery,
dainty soft-green leaves grow on 18-24" erect canes. Deep
shades of red and orange make this plant a favorite.

N. domestica "Moonbay"
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Small, evergreen shrub with symmetrical, compact habit,
d growing to 30" in height. Lime-green foliage turns plum color in
fall. Grow in sun to partial shade.

N. domestica nana ‘Firepower’
New growth is bronzy-pink tinted that turns soft green with age.
Winter foliage is a powerful fire-red. Dense, compact growing
habit reaching 18-24" tall and 24” wide. Drought tolerant once
established. Partial sun to part shade.

N. domestica ‘Nana Purpurea’ \ Dwarf Nandina
Erect stems create a compact mounded form, 12-18" high, 2’
wide. Bold, spring foliage is green, coarse, broad and cup
shaped. In winter the foliage has bright reddish-purple
coloring.

N. domestica ‘San Gabriel’
Apricot and shades of orangered colors explode in the fall.
Fine delicate narrow, needle-like leaves give unusual texture
on 1-2" erect stems. Great for a Japanese Garden ambiance.
Plant in sun to part shade.

Nassella tenuissima \ Mexican Feather Grass
O Texas Native® Fine-leafed, clumping Mexican feathered grass
has silky awns. Needle thin leaves form clumps 1Y%’ tall and wide.
Silky green blooms form in summer and become golden at
maturity. Prefers fertile, well-drained soil in full sun or partial
shade. Zone 7.

Nepeta x faassenii ‘Six Hills Giant’\ Catmint
A 3’ tall herb with leaves 1% long on erect stems. Flowers are 2"
wide, blue-violet and bloom in spring and early summer. Grow in
well-drained soil in full sun to light shade. Name may be derived
from the Roman town Nepeti where it was once cultivated. Zone 3.

Nepeta x faassenii ‘Walker’s Low’\ Catmint
Blue-purple spikes over gray-green foliage. Aromatic blooms are
consistent from late spring to early fall. Grows 14X24” wide. Most
any well-drained soil. Full sun. Zone 4. 2007 Perennial Plant of the
Year.

Nerium oleander \ Oleander
Evergreen, sun-loving, fast growing shrub. Has narrow leathery leaves
and flower clusters all summer long. Mature height can be 8-15' high.
Zone 8.
N. oleander ‘Dwarf Red’
Grows 5-6' wide and as tall with single red flowers.

N. oleander ‘Hardy Pink’

Single, salmon pink flowers.

N. oleander ‘Hardy Red’

Single, bright red flowers in clusters.

N. oleander ‘Sister Agnes’
Single, pure white flowers.

Nierembergia caerulea ‘Purple Robe’ \ Cupflower

(ne-rem-BER-gi-a)
Violet-blue, 5/8” cup-shaped flowers with simple 1" leaves, bloom
freely during the summer with lasting color. Has rounded growth
habit at 6-9” A tender perennial grown as an annual. Fantastic
performer for edging, window boxes and rock gardens.
Nierembergia is named for Juan Nieremberg, a 16" century
Spanish Jesuit. Zone 8.

Nolina texana \ Basket Grass, Bear Grass, Sacahuista
O Texas Native® An evergreen perennial growing 1-2' tall and 3’
wide. Despite the common name of Basket Grass or Bear Grass, it
is actually a member of the Agave family. Its appearance is that of
a distinctive, large clump of grass with long, smooth, fibous leaves
reaching 5’ long. The strong leaves have been used in basket
weaving. Blooms in spring with stems bearing numerous pale
yellow flower clusters. A Texas Native that grows in the rocky soils
of West and South Texas. Full sunto shade. Zone 10.

Nyssa sylvatica\ Black Gum
Beautiful fall color, changing from dark green in summer, through
the red spectrum to purple in the fall. Slow to medium growth rate,
maturing at 30-50’ in height with a 20-30’ spread. Excellent
specimen tree preferring a more acidic soil that is moist and welk
drained. Full sun, part shade. Zone 4.

Oenothera macrocarpa \ Yellow Evening Primrose
(ee-NOTH-er-ah)
©&Texas Native® Flowers are canary yellow, 3-4” wide, with
petals slightly toothed and having a mild fragrance. Plants tolerate
poor soil, but must have good drainage to avoid root rot. The
trailing growth habit and a height of 12” make it a natural for raised
bed or rock gardens. Full sun. Zones 3-7.

Oenothera macrocarpa ssp. incana 'Silver Blade'™\

Evening Primrose
Clear yellow flowers set off the beautiful silver leaves on this 6-10"
tall by 15-18" wide plant. Blooms from spring to frost. Best in well
drained soils. Full sun. Zone 4.

Oenothera speciosa \ Pink Evening Primrose
©&Texas Native® Beautiful 2” pink, cup-like flowers come alive in
spring. Plants are almost evergreen and adapt to most any welt
drained soil in full or part sun. Grows 1-2’ in height with a 1’
spread. Sometimes goes dormant in summer. Zones 3-7.

Ophiopogon \ Mondo Grass

O. intermedius "Argenteomarginatus’ \ Aztec Grass
Evergreen, narrow, grass-like leaves have silvery-white
variegation on this 18-24" tall plant. White flower spikes in
summer. Most any soil. Full to part sun. Zone 8.

O. japonicus \ Mondo Grass or Monkey Grass
Evergreen perennial 6-8” tall. Leaves are dark green, 1/8” wide.
Short lilac flower spikes hidden by foliage. Spreads by
underground stolons. Zone 6.

O. japonicus ‘Kijimafukiduma’ \ Variegated Mondo
Evergreen perennial to 12" tall. Green and white variegated
foliage. Spreads by runners. Don't over fertilize, will lose the
variegation. Partial to full shade. Zone 7.

O. japonicus “Nana’ \ Dwarf Mondo
Similar to O. japonicus only shorter. Mature height 2-3".
Spreads slower.

O. planiscapus ‘Niger’\ Black Mondo
Lavender-pink flowers in summer amid dark green, nearly
black ¥4" wide leaf blades. Mature height is 6-8" on this slow
spreading plant. Effect would be dramatic used as an edging.
Does best in shade. Zone 7.

Orbexilum pedunculatum \ Mountain Pea or Sampson’s
Shakeroot
OTexas Native® Low growing, evergreen groundcover. Purple
pea-like blooms in late spring. Spreads by underground roots.
Grows to 10" in height. Sun or part shade. Zones 7-9.

Orostachys iwarenge \ Dunce Cap
Use this low growing, white flowering succulent as a border in rock
gardens. Tolerates poor, dry soil and summer heat. Low
maintenance. Grows 2-3" tall with a 12" spread. Full sun. Gray
foliage. Zone 5.

Osmanthus fragrans \ Sweet Olive
Delightful apricot-like fragrance when blooming, is reason enough
to have this plant. Slow growing to 10’ high. Dark green evergreen
foliage with little white flowers. Zone 7b.

Osmunda cinnamomea \ Cinnamon Fern

OTexas Native® Growing in a vase shape habit, young fronds
are bright green turning to rich cinnamon brown. For best results
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plant in moist, acidic soil in shade to part shade. Grows 23" tall.
Zone 3.

Osmunda regalis var. spectabilis\ Royal Fern, Regal Fern
& Texas Native® New pale green fronds develop in springand
resemble Astilbe flowers. Foliage turns golden green in fall. Grows
2-3'tall. Best in evenly moist soil. Goes dormant October to March,
but soil should be kept moist while the plants sleep. Zones 210.

Oxalis \ Shamrock

Compact evergreen clover-like leaves with small flowers. Prefers rich,

well-drained soil and plenty of water. Plant in full or part sun. Zone 4.

O. bowiei

Beautiful rose pink, 1%%-2" wide flowers bloom over green
shamrock leaves, that are thicker than normal species. Grows
to 1'tall. A South African native plant that blooms early spring
and summer and again in autumn. Can be used in hanging
baskets or as a ground cover. Zone 8.

O. braziliensis
Purplish-pink flowers about 1" across have yellow centers and
Igll bloom in spring. Clover-like, three parted leaves rise 2-3"
above the ground. Zone 8.

O. crassipes “‘Alba’ \ White Oxalis
OTexas Native® This selection provides white flowers that
can be used in any garden scheme. Light gray striations on
green leaves replace the wine penciling on the common form.
Grows to 12" tall.

O. crassipes ‘Rosea’ \ Pink Oxalis
Pink flowers bloom in late spring, and again in fall. Lightly
felted, green clover-like leaves make handsome mounds even
when not in bloom.

O. regnellii ‘Triangularis’
Beautiful, purplish leaflets shaped like triangles, bloom in
groups of three. Clusters of small, cup-shaped, pink flowers
open from spring until frost. Grows 12x12". Needs welt
drained, humus rich, moderately fertile soil. Zone 6.

Pachysandra terminalis \ Japanese Spurge
Evergreen, veined, 1%-4" oval leaves, lightly toothed at ends.
Small white flowers appear in spring and early summer. Mature
height 8-10". Prefers well-drained, organically rich loam and
shade. Zone 4.

Panicum virgatum ‘Heavy Metal’ \ Switch Grass
Stiff, ¥-%2" wide, metallic-blue leaves form a tight, upright clump, 3
3%' tall. Light-airy blooms form 12-16" above bright yellow fall
foliage. Tolerates extreme soil conditions, but prefers moist, fertile
soil and full sun. Zones 5-9.

Panicum virgatum ‘Prairie Sky’\ Switch Grass
O Texas Native®  Stiff metallic-blue leaves form a tight, upright
clump, 3-3 %" tall. Blue foliage. Breaks dormancy early. Prefers
moist, fertile soil and full sun. Zones 5-9.

Parrotia persica\ Persian Parrotia
Excellent use for small lawn or street tree. Spring leaves are
reddish purple when unfolding, changing to lustrous medium dark
d green in summer. Fall color develops to brilliant yellow, orange
then scarlet. One of the most beautiful trees for foliage effect.
Qualities include exfoliating bark, diverse coloration, mostly pest
free, stress tolerant and adaptable to various soil types. Grows 20-
40' tall and spreads 15-30'. Deciduous. Zones 5-8.

Parthenocissus
P. quinquefolia \ Virginia Creeper
OTexas Native® A vigorous growing vine. Clings to
surfaces by tendrils. Can grow 40-50’ long. Vivid scarlet color
in fall on the palmate leaves. Deciduous. Sun to part shade.
Zone 5.

P. quinquefolia ‘Engelmannii’ \ Dwarf lvy
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Smaller leafed than the species, having same fall color impact
of crimson-red. Summer blooms are greenish-white, that
produce bluish-black berries in the fall. Deciduous, fast grower,
clinging vine, 30-50". Adaptable, full sun to shade. Salt tolerant.
Average moist, well-drained, soil. Zones 3-9.

P. tricuspidata ‘Lowii’ \ Dwarf Boston lvy
Vigorous, deciduous vine with smaller leaves than species.
Slower or more restrained and not as dense. Metallic blue
berries in the fall. Bright green leaves tinged in purple give the
effect of red fall color. Zone 5.

P. tricuspidata “Veitchii’\ Boston lvy
Maple-like leaves are small, dark purple when young. ‘Veitchii’
has a close clinging growth habit and displays scarlet fall color.
Sun to part shade. Zone 5.

Passiflora \ Passion Flower

P. caerulea ‘Blue Crown’
Semi-woody climber, leaves have 5-9 deep lobes. Vigorous
evergreen to 20’ in height. Large, showy, exotic pink and
purple flowers that appear in late spring and continue through
the summer. Plantin well-drained soil and full sunto part
shade. Zone 7.

P. caerulea ‘Constance Elliot’
Showy, exotic vine with pure white flowers that appear in
summer. Semi-woody climber, leaves have 5-9 deep lobes.
Vigorous ever-green to 20'. Plant in well-drained soil providing
full sun to part shade. Zone 7.

P. coccinea\ Red Passion Flower
Vigorous tendril climber with woody stems and evergreen
leaves. Blooms from spring to autumn. Large, very showy
flowers are deep scarlet with red, pink and white corona of
filaments. Heights can reach 10-12". Zones 10-11.

P. incarnata \ May Pop
OTexas Native® Vine that climbs to about 30" high. Leaves
are deeply 3 lobed, 326" long, with occasionally sparse short
hairs on top of the leaf. Flowers are purplish-pink, 1-3" wide,
flat and solitary in the leaf axils. Will tolerate dry soil. Plantin
full sun or part shade. Blooms all summer. Dies back in
winter, rejuvenates in spring. Zone 7.

Pavonia hastata \ Brazilian Rock Rose

(pah-VOH-nee-ah has TAH-ta)
Semi-evergreen shrub that covers itself with flowers of pale pink-
white petals and red centers. Blooms from early spring to fall.
Probably will need shearing to maintain blooming and best
appearance. Tends to reseed. Drought tolerant, full sun, no
problems with powdery mildew. Zone 7b.

Pavonia lasiopetala \ Rock Rose

(lass-ee-oh-PET-ah-lah)
OTexas Native® Profuse pink blooms, 2" across, all season
long. Can grow to 5’ high but averages 3-4'. Not particular about
the soil type as long as it drains well. Full sun is best, but will also
do well in part shade. Leaves are velvety and deep green. Zone 8.

Pennisetum \ Fountain Grass

Fountain Grass can be found growing in woodlands, savannas, the

tropics and along seashores. Flowers are typically soft, bottle-brush-

like foxtails. Generally easy to grow and long lasting and most are

clump-forming.

P. alopecuroides \ Green Fountain Grass

This clumping, warm-season growing fountain grass is one of
the most versatile, dependable and showy of all the ornamental
grasses. lItis graced by handsome gbssy foliage that grows 2-
3'tall and as wide. Leaves ¥+%2" wide and 18-30" long form a
dense upright mound. Flowers begin to emerge in the
summer, a reddish-brown and grow to 4-10” long. Adaptable to
any soil, but prefers moist, well-drained soil in full sun. Zones
6-9.

P. alopecuroides ‘Hameln’
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Differs from species because of its dark green finetextured
foliage and compact whitish flowers. The leaves, 1/8-1/4” wide
and 12-20" long, grow in upright mounding clumps. The
greenish white flowers grow 12-18" above the foliage. Zones
6-9.

P. alopecuroides ‘Little Bunny’\ Dwarf Fountain Grass
The smallest form of dwarf fountain grass, with clumps
measuring 1X1‘. Earliest blooming of the fountain grasses, mid
to late summer, with creamy-white, puffed flower spikes.
Excellent rock garden choice. Prefers full sun in moist, welt
drained soils. Will adapt to poor soils. Zones 69.

P. alopecuroides ‘Moudry’ \ Black Fountain Grass

Prized for its lush green foliage and large, almost black foxtails.

Dark green, glossy leaves, > ¥ ” wide form a dense upright,
mounded clump. Late blooming fountain grass. Grows 2-3’
tall. Will make a good cut flower. Zones 5-9.

P. orientale\ Oriental Fountain Grass
Long bloom period with compact habit makes it perfect for
small gardens. Prefers well-drained soil in full sun. Pink
flowers, 3-4” long on stems 12-16" long. Clump grows 12-18"
tall and wide. Zone 7.

P. setaceum ‘Rubrum’ \ Purple Fountain Grass
Clumping warm season grass with burgundy foliage topped by
red-purple plumes. Used as an annual north of Zone 9.
Glossy foliage grows in upright, arching clumps 34’ tall and as
wide. Its leaves are Ys-¥2" wide and 8-12" long. Prefers well-
drained moist, fertile loam in full sun. Zone 9.

Penstemon \ Beard-Tongue
Evergreen perennial with tubular flowers. Needs full sun (light shade in
hot, summer climates) and fast drainage. Zones 3-8.

P. barbatus
OTexas Native® Native to western Texas, this penstemon is
recognized by its long linear, narrow leaves and brightred
Id' flowers. Plant usually has only a few stems and flowers are
tubular, two-lipped, displayed in terminal spikes. Can grow to
30", with common range of 12-18". A summer bloomer that
should avoid wet, poorly-drained soils. Full sun. Zones 3-8.

P. digitalis “Husker’s Red’
Adapts well to moist and dry situations as long as it is in welt
drained soil. Flowers are white with a tint of pink in the throat.
No serious disease or pest problem on this 30x18” plant.
Explodes with eye-catching lance-shaped, red foliage from
summer to fall. Perennial Plant of the Year 1996.

P. tenuis\ Brazos Penstemon, Gulf Coast Penstemon
OTexas Native® Pale pink-purple, 1” flowers bloom early
spring to early summer. Will tolerate poorly-drained soil enjoys
high humidity. Does best in part shade. Plant will reach 1%’
high with a 1’ spread. Self-seeds. Zone 7b.

P.x mexicali 'Red Rocks" ™
Spectacular tall spikes of rose-pink and white flowers attract
butterflies and hummingbirds. A vigorous grower with glossy,
Ia" narrow foliage forming a 18-30X15-36" wide plant, depending
on growing condtions. Although drought resistant, flowering
will be more abundant with regular watering. Tolerates most
well-drained soils. Plant in full sun to light shade. Zone 5.

Perovskia atriplicifolia\ Russian Sage

(pe-ROF-skee-a)
Perovskia is a member of the mint family and commonly referred to
as Russian Sage. This perennial prefers full sun and weltdrained
soil for optimal conditions. The leaves are barely toothed, about
1%" long, and when crushed, has the scent of sage. Grows to
about 4’ tall and has silver stems and foliage. Small light blue to
lavender flowers are arranged in whorls along the stem. Flower
spikes are often 12" long. Can be used as a cut flower. Zones 58.
1995 Perennial Plant of the Year.
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Perovskia atriplicifolia“Little Spire’pp11643\ Dwarf

Russian Sage
Finally, a dwarf Russian Sage! Growing to only 2’ this compact
form has the same lavender flowers the species has and still
blooms all summer. Full sun and any well-drained soil. Zone 5.

Philadelphus x virginalis ‘Natchez’ \ Mock Orange
Bushy upright fountain-like form, 8-10" high. Showy 2” single white
blooms. Very fragrant and showy. Zone 5.

Phlomis fruticosa \ Jerusalem Sage
Late summer, sulphur yellow flowers, have 20-30 tightly closed
flower buds in tiered whorls. Coarse, silver-gray-green foliage is 2-
4" long, wrinkled and white-woolly beneath. Grows to 3'tall. Full
sun in cooler climates, part sun in warmer parts. Zone 7.

Phlox
Easy to grow. Can be grown in average garden soil and water
conditions unless otherwise noted. Taller varieties prefer sun, while the
shorter varieties prefer some shade. Cut back after flowering to
encourage rebloom. Superb as a border, in mass plantings or as an
accent.
P. divaricata\ Louisiana Blue Phlox

Grows 8-10" tall, prefers shade to part sun in welkdrained soil.

Almost leafless stalks bear purple-blue, with magenta eye

blooms in late spring. Zone 3.

P. divaricata ‘Louisiana Purple’
Blooms in the spring, with deep bluish-violet flowers on plant
growing 15-18” tall. Does best in sun to part shade and welk
drained soil. Zones 3-8.
Phlox paniculata \ Garden Phlox or Summer Phlox
This group grows tall, reaching 3’ or more in height and is a summer
garden favorite. Grows best in fertile, moist soil in sun or partial shade.

P. paniculata ‘David’
2002 Perennial Plant of the Year. White fragrant flowers in
large panicles of 6-9” clusters burst into bloom during late
spring and summer. Plant reaches 36" tall. Has been shown
to have good mildew resistance. Zones 4-8.

P. paniculata ‘Franz Schubert’
Outstanding perennial for summer color. Needs full sun with
good ventilation. Lilac blooms have a star-shaped darker eye.
Zone 4.

P. paniculata ‘John Fanick’
Flowers are pink with dark eye. Tall upright bush growth habit,
reaching 24-36" wide. Full sun for best bloom, but will tolerate
partial shade. Needs very welkdrained soil. After plant
becomes established, it is heat and drought tolerant. Zone 4.

P. paniculata ‘Laura’
Floriferous and mildew resistant variety. Magnificent heads of
purple flowers with white eyes start blooming in spring. Grows
42" tall. Average garden soil. Full sun. Zone 4.

P. paniculata ‘Orange Perfection’
Bright salmon-orange flowers bloom in summer. Height to 3’
tall. Zone 5.

P. paniculata ‘Robert Poore’
Vibrant red-purple flowers bloom in late spring to mid summer.
Dark green foliage with a clumping growth habit, reaches 4x3'.
Full sun to part shade. Moist, well-drained soil. Mildew
resistant. Zone 5.

P. paniculata “Starfire’
One of the best reds, with leaves of dark red. Bloomsin
summer, and grows 3’ high. Zone 5.

P. paniculata ‘Texas Pink’
Return of the phlox you saw in your grandmother’s cottage
garden. Pink flowers on 3’ high plant. Mildew resistant.
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Phlox pilosa ‘Arborside’
Blooms of lavender-pink flowers with a light sweet fragrance put on
a show for 8 weeks in spring. The evergreen foliage acquires a
purplish cast in winter. Will reach a height of 24-30". Needs full
sun to light shade. Hardy perennial that will withstand drought after
established. Zone 4.

Phlox subulata \ Thrift or Creeping Phlox
The subulata group is also known as Moss Phlox and has narrow,
linear leaves that are only about 2" long, growing close together and
quite stiff. Three to five flowers are borne in loose corymbs just above
matted foliage. Grow in well-drained soil. Full sun to light shade. Zones
3-9.
P. subulata ‘Emerald Blue’
Evergreen and low growing, with carpet-like spreading habit.

Blue-lavender blooms cover the plant in spring. Needs full sun.

P. subulata ‘Emerald Pink’
Dense mat-forming perennial growing in mounds, 3-6” tall and
spreading 2-3'. Rose pink, %" flowers, adorn this groundcover
like plant.

P. subulata ‘Nice ‘n” White’
Glistening, white flower with very pale yellow eyes and bright
yellow stamens. Wonderfully fragrant. Crisp, compact,
recurring foliage.

P. subulata ‘Scarlet Flame’
Dark scarlet flowers with an even darker eye, blooms in early

spring.

Photinia serratifolia (Prev. P. serrulata) \ Chinese Photinia
Evergreen shrub or tree with sawtooth edged, leathery, dark green
leaves. Copper-red leaves on young shoots. Creamy white flowers
mid to late spring, forming clusters of red berries in the fall. Grows
18-25' tall. Intolerant of poorly drained soils. Full sun, part shade.
Zone 6.

Photinia x fraseri \ Red Tip Photinia
Many erect stems on this vigorous evergreen shrub. Dark green
foliage with beautiful coppery-red new growth. Clusters of white
blooms in spring. Mature height 15-20". Excellent screen, hedge
or small tree. Full sunis best. Zone 7.

Phyla nodiflora \ Frog Fruit
O Texas Native® Low-growing groundcover. Tiny dwarf
verbena-like flowers with heads up to %2" across. Grows in any
well-drained soil, or will tolerate seasonal poor drainage. Performs
well in full sun, part sun or shade. Will bloom from spring to fall.
Evergreen to dormant in winter. Will tolerate moderate amounts of
foot traffic. Mowing not recommended. Zone 6.

Physostegia \ Obedient Plant
(fy-soh-STEE-ji-ah)
A member of the mint family. The flowers are tube -shaped, growing on
graceful spikes in a slender upright habit resembling snapdragons.
Best grown in moist conditions, with the addition of organic matter. Will
tolerate dryer soil with some shade, but prefers sun and well-drained
soil. Name comes from ‘obedience’ of flower head remaining in placed
position. Makes an excellent cut flower. Attracts butterflies. Zones 4-
9.
P. virginiana ‘Miss Manners’ pPp12637
‘Miss Manners' is very “obedient” and stays in a welkbehaved
clump growing 2’ tall. Generous white flowers bloom late
summer.
P. virginiana ‘Vivid’
A bright pink selection grows in an upright and compact
manner reaching 24”.

Pinus \ Pine
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P. brutia ssp. eldarica \ Afghan Pine or Mondell Pine
Graceful, symmetrical pyramid grows 25-35’ high and 20-25’
wide. Bold branches hold long, bluegreen needles. Rapid
grower but needs drier climate for best performance. Zone 6.

P. elliottii\ Slash Pine
&Texas Native® This rapid growing tree forms a broadly
conical to pyramidal shape and a dense rounded crown.
Mature height is 80-115’ tall. Grows naturally in low elevations
and normally occurs on wet flatlands along borders of ponds,
rivers and streams where soil is usually sandy and poor in
nutrients. Zone 7b.

P. mugo \ Mugo Pine
Very hardy and one of the most widely used pines because of
the slow growth habit, reaching 15X15' with age. Shrubby in
infancy but may become spreading with age. This pine has
very dark green, 2” needles and short cones. Excellent
container or rock garden plant. Zone 3-7.

P. thunbergii\ Japanese Black Pine
Sharp, rich green needles, rapid growing, pyramidal shaped.
Bold irregular branching pattern. Mature height 40-50’ tall and
15-25' wide. Zone 6.

Pistacia chinensis\ Chinese Pistache
Deciduous tree with moderate growth to 50X40" Selected by the
CEMAP Program for its ability to adapt to almost any soil or water
conditions. Not prone to insect or disease problems. Beautiful fall
color. Excellent choice for the landscape. Zone 6.

Pittosporum tobira “Variegata’ \ Variegated Pittosporum
Showy, compactly branched mounded form, 6-8’ high and wide.
Gray-green leaves have white variegation. Orange blossom
scented, creamy-white flowers in spring. Most any well-drained
soil. Salt tolerant. Sun to part shade. Zone 8.

Pittosporum tobira “‘Wheeler’s Dwarf’
Very low, broadly mounded form, 3’ high, 4-5’ wide. Dense
branches hold glossy, dark green leaves. Good for border or low
boundary planting. Evergreen. Sun to part shade. Zone 8.

Platycodon grandiflorus \ Balloon Flower

(plat-ee-KOH-don)

Balloon-like flowers which snap if you pop them. Characterized by
inflated flower bud which looks about to burst as it matures. The
solitary flowers are also distinguished by opening at the top rather than
on the sides or at the base. When balloon finally pops, a five-lobed
blossom with rich purple veins and yellow-white stamen is revealed.
Sharply serrated leaves are ovate and about 1-3" long. Full sun, part
sun. A summer bloomer that makes a great cut flower. Zones 3-8.

P. grandiflorus ‘Komachi’
Clear blue flowers, with buds that swell to 2" in diameter but
rarely open. Species with the longest lasting blooms. Height 2'.
Zone 3.

P. grandiflorus ‘Sentimental Blue’
A dwarf Platycodon that grows no more than 6" tall with large
3" single blue blooms all season. Displays excellent heat
tolerance. Zone 3.

Plumbago auriculata ‘Imperial Blue'\ Plumbago
Showy, light blue flowers in tight, phlox-like clusters bloom all

Igﬂ summer on arching branches composed of light green leaves.

Perfers fertile, acid to slightly alkaline soil, in full sun, but will
tolerate shade. Grows 3-4' tall and 2-3' wide. Zone 8.

Podocarpus macrophyllus ‘Maki’ \ Japanese Yew
Slow growing conifer, dense upright branching on pyramidal form,
8-10’ high, 3-4’ wide. Heavily covered by dark-green yew-like
leaves. Can grow to 20X10-15’ wide. Well-drained soil. Zone 8.
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Polianthes tuberosa ‘Pearl’\ Mexican Tuberose
Leaves are long, slender and grasslike. The 2-2 %" long white,
tubular-shaped, double flowers appear on 2-3’ spikes after cool
autumn weather begins to prevail. Needs rich, well-drained soil
and sunny locations. Has a wonderful fragrance. Zone 8.

Poliomintha longiflora \ Mexican Oregano
(pol-ee-oh-MEN-thuh)
Mexican Oregano is a beautiful plant with small, lance-shaped
aromatic leaves. Has similar scent and is often used for the same
purposes as the pot herb oregano. The lavenderpink flowers are
in clusters, tubular shaped and about 1 ¥2" long. Grow in welk
drained soil in full sun. Reaches 2-4’. Zone 8.

Polygonatum odoratum ‘Variegatum’ \ Variegated

Solomon’s Seal
This perennial sports fragrant, pendulous, 1” white flowers in
spring. Eye-catching creamy white edges on green leaves brighten
dull shady areas. Stems are 18" long, with lance-shaped leaves.
Grows 1%2-2X2’. Zones 4-9.

Polygonum aubertii \ Silver Lace Vine
This rapid growing vine has small, creamy-white flowers that bloom
from late spring to fall. Glossy, heart-shaped leaves are 1%2-2%."
long with wavy edges. Needs full sun and deep watering on
monthly basis. Useful as a fast growing screen. Zone 4.

Polystichum acrostichoides\ Christmas Fern
O Texas Native® Evergreen good for shady wooded areas.
Needs moist soil with good drainage. Grows 18-24" tall. Zone 4.

Polystichum polyblepharum \ Tassel Fern

(pah-LIS-ti-kum pah-lee-BLEF-ar-um)
Beautiful shiny, dark green, dense lacy foliage. Semievergreen,
24" in height. New growth resembles tassels. Good plant for
shade gardens. Plant in slightly acidic soil with consistent
moisture. Zones 5-8.

Potentilla neumanniana \ Cinquefoil
Dainty bright green, five leaflets, tufted creeper 26" high. Butter
yellow flowers %" wide. Fast growing groundcover. Sun or shade.
Average, medium wet, well-drained soils. Zone 5.

Prunella grandiflora "Loveliness'\ Self-heal
Member of the mint family, with medium green foliage. Pale
lavender flowers are on terminal spikes of whorled flowers bloomin
spring and summer. Short upright plant growing to 1' tall and as
wide. Prefers consistently moist sal, full sun to partial shade.
Zones 5-8.

Prunus

P. caroliniana \ Cherry Laurel
©Texas Native®™ A small tree reaching 35-40’ tall.
Evergreen leaves, white blooms followed by glistening black
fruit. Requires deep, moist, but well-drained soil. Zone 7.

P. caroliniana ‘Compacta’ \ Compact Cherry Laurel
Compact shrub smaller than the species. White flower spikes
followed by fruits in fall. Makes a nice evergreen hedge.
Mature height 10-12’. Well-drained soil. Zone 7.

P. glandulosa \ Dwarf Flowering Almond
Deciduous with many branches that grow in an upright,
spreading habit to 6’ in height. Flowers appear early before
leaves, and turn branches into long wands of blossoms. The 4”
pointed leaves are narrow and light green in color. Pink or
white ¥2" flowers can be single or double. Prune back hard just
after blooming. Cut wands can be used for arrangements.
Dwarf Flowering Almond can be used as a flowering hedge.
Most any well-drained soil. Sun to partial shade. Zone 4.
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P. mexicana \ Mexican Plum
A single trunked, irregularly shaped tree reaching 25’ in height.
Clouds of white blooms in early spring are followed with dark
red to purple fruit. Exfoliating bark on older trees. Drought
tolerant. Deciduous. Most any well-drained soil. Zone 5.

P. serotina var. eximia\ Escarpment Black Cherry
©&Texas Nativey Flowers of white recemes, 4-6" long in early
f" spring. Medium size tree, 45-50' tall and 35' wide. Adaptable
soil requirements and high heat tolerance. Native habitat is
Edwards Plateau and streambeds into the Rio Grands Plains.
Zone 7.

P. x cistena\ Purpleleaf Sand Cherry
A cross between Prunus cerasifera ‘Atropurpurea’ and Prunus
pumila. Leaves are hairy along the lower midrib. Bears white
flowers but rarely fruits. Grows multi-branched, upright, 6-10’
high, and as wide. Very cold hardy. Zone 2.

Punica granatum ‘Nana’ \ Dwarf Pomegranate
Dwarf shrub growing 3x3’, with narrow leaves and many 2" funnel-
shaped, scarlet flowers in late summer. Flowers are followed by
small fruit. Glossy green leaves turn bronze to red in the fall.
Zones 7b-10.

Punica granatum ‘Wonderful’
Festive, large, 3" double orange-red blooms. Fall brings delicious,
edible, large burnished red fruit. Grows 812’ tall and is considered
the best fruiting variety for Texas conditions. Zones 7b-10.

Pyrus\ Ornamental Pear

P. calleryana “‘Aristocrat” ™
Fast growth with a branching habit resulting in a strong
pyramidal form. Very handsome, glossy, green, large leaves
with wavy margins. Fall color is a purplish-red. White blooms
in the spring. Height 40-50' and 40’ wide. Zone 5.

P. calleryana ‘Bradford’
Snowy white blooms, bronze-red fall foliage and fast growth
are some of the qualities that make this tree so popular. Non-
fruiting. Reaching 30-50’ tall and 20-35' wide. Zone 5.

P. calleryana ‘Chanticleer’ ™
The growth of this variety is dense, narrowly pyramidal and
evenly branched with crisp, glossy green foliage. New growth
has a reddish tint. Abundant white blooms in spring followed
with outstanding reddish-orange to purple fall color. It reaches
a height of 30-35’ tall and 15-20’ wide. Zone 5.

Quercus \ Oak
Q. buckleyi (texana) \ Texas Red Oak

©&Texas Native®w This medium size shade tree is native to
alkaline Hill Country soils, but will adapt to many situations.
Outstanding fall color. Full sun to part shade. Grows 2040’
tall and 20-30’ wide. Zone 7.

Q. glaucoides (Prev. Q. laceyi) \ Lacey Oak
©Texas Native®w This moderate size oak is one of the most
attractive of the Texas white oaks. Dusky blue-green to
bluish-gray, deciduous leaves turn shades of gold in fall.
Prefers dry, well-drained soils. Mature height 25-50' tall. Zone
7.

Q. macrocarpa \ Bur Oak
OTexas Native® This large majestic tree grows 70-100’ tall
and is identified by its thick, corky bark, large leaves and the
acorns that can be up to 2" across. Grows from Texas to
eastern North America. Tolerant of varying soils and moisture
conditions. White oak group. Zone 3.
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
